OTTAWA, (OP) — The skipper
of the train-busting champion of
the UN navies headed a list of
sight awards to Canadian seamen
Monday for their deeds in the
Korean war.

The Distinguished Bervice Cross
was awared to Lt-Cmdr. John
Bovey, 36, of Montreal and Vic-
toria, commander of the destroyer
Crusader which has run up a better
record than any other UN ship in
the business of molesting Commu-
nist trains.

crusader’s record is 41, trains
wrecked, three of them com-
pietely. The citation praised Lt -
cmdr. Bovey's leadership, ccol-
ness under fire, excellent judg-
ment and cheerfulness.

Other Awards

The DSC was also awarded to
Lieut. Douglas F. Tutte, 33, of
Saskatoon, for his “inspiring” lead-
ership In  gunnery aboard the
destrover Iroquois. The citation
wid it was his coolness and de-
iermination  under  fire  which
turned many bombardments into
success

The Distinguished Service Medal,
lower-deck equivalent of the DSC,
went to PO. G. E. Jamieson, 28,
of Ottawa, another Troguois gun-
rery expert. In particular he was
cited for his courage on Oct. 2,
1952, when a shell killed several
of his men but did not prevent
him from rallying the survivors
and keeping the guns blazing.

Mentions in  dispatches were
awarded to five others, including
the late Lt.-Cndr. John L. Quinn
of Prince Rupert, B. C.. and Moose
Jaw, Sask. He was killed on that
Oct. 2 when PO. Jamieson did the
shings which won him his medal.

OTTAWA, (CP) — Canada may
consider withdrawal of certain tar-
iff concessions granted to the
United States if tighter American
import restrictions go into opera-
tion, it was learned Monday.

Trade officials were deeply per-
turbed over the latest protection-
ism move by the U. 8. government.
proclaiming tighter curbs on dairy
and other agricultural imports to
take effect next July if current
restrictions under the Defence Pro-
duction Act die on June 30.

A Washington dispatoh said Pre-
sident Eisenhower, acting on the
advice of ‘the U. S. tariff com-
mission, proclaimed the new re-
strictions as a standby measure.
