Whisge in Canea by the Ruthless Turkish
Soldiers,

Mike London Times publishes a despatch
firom Athens, saying that the long cxpect-
wildbicaster in Crete seems 10 have been
=ulidenly precipitated.

SBince Sunday anarchy has reigned in
Canea, where the Turkish soldiery have
poured through the streets, ehouting and
pillaging Christians. Among the killed
wre the cavazes of the Greek and Russian

Censulates. All of the Consuls have tele-
graphed to their 1espective govern-
ments asking that warships be at once
Jeapatched. The British fleet at Malta

vailed for Cs.nea on Monday, and the Brit-
i*h turret ship Hood sailed from Pha-
lerum, Greece. Greek ironclads will pro-
bably follow on Wednesday.

Tirkan Pasha, the Governor of the Is-
land, is utterly powerless to restrain the
soldiers, as he 1s on bad terms with the
military governor, Tzedden Pasha, who is
nspected of being at the bottom of the

| whole trouble.

provocation offered bv the Christiaus to
the Turks througheut the anomalous re-
gime of the past.
