But altogether, Pro-
fessor Harc urt thinks that Pearce’s Pro-
litic shows the best results. It will, he
says, produce eiu!t«en tons to the acie.
and eighteen tond will feed three cows all
winter. There were several varieties taller
than any of those we have mentioned,
But it is the opinion of farmers who have
experimented with corn, that a smaller
stalk with well nsatured cobs is better
for feeding than a larger stalk with cobs
which are not well matured. Toe big staik
contains more water; the cob more nourish-
ment.
RED FYFE WHEAT.

One of the fertures of the Northwest ex
hibit is the Red Fyfe wheat. A earload of
this wheat was imported to this Province
I+st year by the Messrs. Carter, seedsmen,
of this city, through the instrumentality of
Mr. J. Heber Haslam. We learu that the
results have been more than eatisfectory.
From thirty to thirty five bushels per acre
have been obtained by Mr. Haard, Me
Ferguson, and others who sowed it. The
quality of this wheat is the very highest.
Itis a great thing to know that it is well
adapted for growth in Prince Edward
Island.

POULTRY.

There are on exhibition one hundred
and four coops of poultry. Each of these
contains three or more fowls. All, with
une or two exceptions, are of this yeat's
broods. The old fowls have been ruled
out and ,get no prizes. This is, in the
opinion of many, a mistake whizh ought
to be remedied The poult'y housemust, evi-
dent'y, be enlarged. When this is done pro-
vision ought to be mude for the parent
fowls in order that th> judge and the peo-
ple may be able to see them. Amoug the
chickens worthy of note this yesr are the
Indian game, introduced by Mr. Louis A
Haszsrd, of this city; si'ver duck-wing ban-
tams, golden Sebright bantams and game
bantams—very interesting exh'b:ts. Mer.
George Tweedy, of North River, shows
veautiful pencilled Hamburgs. There are
also on exhibition beautiful golden Wyan.
dottes, five or gix coops of sghendid Light
Brahmas and several coops of the excellent
Plymouth Rocks. The buff Cochins are
fairly good, but the Houdauos are not up to
the mark. The Polish fowl are poor. Of
Black Spanish there is but oune coop—not
very good The cross bred ducks are large
and fine, but the Pekin ducks, generaliy,
are not as good as last year.

IN THE SHEEP SHED.

Mr. Stewart Burns, of Freetown, has on
exhibition several pens of his favorite Cots-
wolds—excellent sheep.

Mr. Boswall, of Pownal, is, as ysual,
one of the leading exhibitors of sheep. In
addition 10 his numerous pens, he exhibits
this year a splendid Leicester ram imported
ty him from Shakespeare, Ontario.

Mc. Herbert Seaman, of Suffulk, is an
exhibitor of Merino sheep.

Mr. Jokn Court shows a very heavy and
very fine shearling pure-bred Leicester
ram.

Mr. William Claike, of North Wiltehire,
is steadily forging to the front as a breeder
of Laicester sheep. He has on exbhibition
this year a fine, two-ehearling ram, im-
ported; two shearling rams—one imported;
two pens of shearlicg ewes; four grade
ewes; four wether lamnbs, a pen of ram
lambs, & pen of ewe lambs, and a pen of
ewes,—all excellent.

There are other exhibits well worth
noticing, but our reporter could not obtain
particulars congerning them.

SPECIAL EXHIBITS

Dodd & Rogers’ exhibit of hardware,
catlery and stoves is & great attraction,
Mr. Geo. J. Rogers is in charge of the ex-
hibit and will cheerfully give all informa-
tion. lo the centre of the tastefully-
arranged display are placed handsome table
and hanging lamps, and on shelves near by
are samples of carpenters’ tocls and other
small hardware. At one end is a case con-
taining a choice assortment of p.cket cut-
lery (some with corkscrew attachment
especially for St. John men) and at the
other is a similar case filled with saddlers’
hardware. On the front is the sign **Dodd
& Rogers, Hardware,” made wholly of
bridls rcsettes—a very pretty piece of
work. The display of cooking stoves in-
cludes the celelhrated Charter Qak, Victor,

snd Crown; snd in  heaters they
show the Silver Moogn, HSultana,
Rudiant, Eureka, and Horicon. The
