Paint Sales Higher

Paint manufacturers aren't too
frightened, however. They can
point to a rise In annual sales of
interior-wall paint from $100,000,-
000 before the war to $400.000.-
000 or more now, or eight times
the volume of paper.

The wallpaper council says that
more than half of the paper is
being hung by amateurs. with
west coast homeowners being the
most adventurous. Papers come
pretrimmed end pre-pasted and
some are sald not to tear even
when wet. Some come Wwith a self-
contained paste that is supposed
to stay liquid for 20 minutes. This
gives the home fixer-upper a

chance to jiggle the paper around
a few times while matching it to
adjoining pieces.

This, as it happened,
was a sound decision. Only a spade
lead would have let South make
five clubs, whereas the notrump
contract was fulfilled - against
West’s best lead. True, South need-
ed seme help at notrump too, but
he got it!

West opened the six of dia-
monds; East put up the ace and,
having learned (or heard) that one
should return the fourth-highest
card of the suit led by partner,
dutifully led back the diamond
deuce, South thought about putting
up the queen but (luckily for hime
self) changed his mind, and when
West captured the eight-spot with
the jack he was in a bad fix —
he could (and did )drop South’s
queen, but then he was blocked
by East’s high diamond. So the
defendets were limited to four dia-
mond tricks and the contract was
safe from that point on.

MEANING OF HUMILITY

On the large scale the same fata)
rivalry i8 only too evident. We
need no reminder of -it in the
field of international ‘affairs. We
are painfully consgious of the in..
crease of it in the: undermining of
the tolerance which we had come
to regard as & typical characteris
tic of our political life in this
country. And even within the
sphere of Church relations where
we might have hoped that the
desperate need of mankind for the
reconciling power of the Gospel
would awaken us all to the over.
mastering claim of unity, there are
signs that the same virus of self-
assertion is doing its deadly work.
There can be little doubt that
beneath all the genuine differences
of theological conviction and ec-
clesiastical tradition which con.
tinue to separate us there lies the
stubborn apd realcitrant refusal to
acknowledge the right of others
and our own wrong.

It is at this point that the Epis-
tle for last Sunday takes us a
stage deeper. “All of you be sub-
ject one to another, and be cloth-
ed with humility; for God resist-
eth the proud, and giveth grace to
the humble. Humble' yourselves
therefore under the mighty hand
of God.” Humility is indeed, as
Carlyle saw, “the beginning of the
moral life.” But it is that because
it is something more. The discov-
ery o6f humility is the experience
through which the essential de-
pendence of the moral life upon
religious faith becomes clear.

For when one reflects more deep-
ly upon the curse of self asser-
tion, as the enemy of peace in the
individual soul or in the affairs
of nations, it is evident that there
is only one remedy for it. That
is the realization that it springs
precisely from  the refusal to re-
cognize the existence of a law, a
sanction, a goodness which stands
above any of our human slaims
and counter-claims by which all
of them are judged, That, as one
well knows, is the last acknow-
ledgement which the modern tem-
per is willing to make. But it is
only in that acknowledgement that
the secret of deliverance from a
tyranny which threatens to des-
troy us is to be found.
