The news wires a few days ago
carried a story about how Viet

Minn Communist rebels in
Indo China slipped through
French lines, reaped tons of rice
in the fertile Red River basin
and slipped back with it to feed
their famine-threatened people.
An insignifican! incident, as far
as the amount of rice goes, but
behind it is one of the most sige
nificant stories of the entire far
eastern upheaval—the story of
rioe.

How does rice fit in? What
countries have it? Which need it?
It is probably no coincidence
that the three normally big rice
exporters—Indo China, Thailand
and Burma—were in the direct
line of Communist pressure be=
fore the Chincse Reds’ main
power was diverted to Korea.
Korea itself usually exports
some rice, and so does the Island
of Formosa, now the last stand
redoubt of the Nationalist gove

ernment of Chiang Kai-shek,

Formosa was pretty much under
Communist guns before the Kor=
ean war broke out, but the emall
normal surpluses of rice In
these two places probably figure
very little if any in the Reds’
interest in them.

China has historically been 8
rice importer. This year, how-
ever, experts in the U, S, De-
partment of Agriculture believe
China will stint itself in order
to scrape up enough rice to ex-
port elsewhere in the Far East
in exchange for 'rubber, jute and
other strategic malterials.

Another swilch foreseen
year by the deparitment is
Pakistan ‘will export a
significanl” amount of rice in-
stead of Importing it as usual.
“Most of the export” will go to
India under a recent agreement.

China is and for years has been
the biggest rice producer . in
Asia, with India a strong seoond.
Yet so huge are the populations
of these two countries in propor-
tion to their tillable acres that

No estimate is available em
actual Chinese production this
year, but it is expected to be in
the neighborhood of last year's
2,200,000,000 (B) busgheis. India
will produce slightly under three
fourths that much.

S. Agriculture Department esti-
mates, with slightly under a
third of the Chinese crop.

Thailand production is estimat-
ed at about 300,000000 (M) bush~
els, the Burmese and Indonesian
crops at a little under that and
the Indonesian at a little owver it.
