Cotton seed oil is also made to some
extent in New Orleans and some other
places; but a hundred tons of oil goes
to waste in_the seed, where there is one
pint manufactured and saved.—Cotton
seed weighs more than three times as
much as the lint, and is as rich in oil as
sun flower seed, which it resembles very
much in its general appearance.
