Storm Disrupts Services In

165-Mile Gale

HALIFAX, Dec. 19—(CP)—Win-
ter's first danger-packed storm
sent women and children scurry-
ing for shelter in Western New-
foundland today and left a trail
of wreckage across the other At-
lantic Provinces.
