Brown had not seen Lord Carnarvon’s Bill
when his despatch was mada up, but we
have no doubt that the measure wil! be found
to be in burmony with hs information,

The name of the new Confederation is to
{be Canada. Upper Canada is to be styled
the Provinee of Ontario; Lower Canada 18 to
be called Quebec: and the other Provinees
are to retain their present designations. We
fancy this is as good a selection as could
have been made.

The general features of the scheme of the
Quebee Conierence vre muintained ; but we
deeply regret to learn that there have heen
several very important modifications wade in
matters of detail.

And, first, a serious change has heen made
in the annual grants frow the Federal chest
tor the support of the local Govermments.
Under vhe Quebee schieme it was provided,
that each Province embraeed in the Union
shou'd receive from the Frderal treasury an |
annual grant equal to exghty cents per head
of its population, us established by the cen-
sus of 1861 — such aid 0 ba in fuil setrle-
ment ot all future demnnds upon the Federal
Government for local purposes.  The annual
burden thus 1mposed on the Federal cbest
was us follows : =

The 635th
resolution declared :—That ** the poeition of
New Brunswick being such as to entuil lurge
tmmediate clarges upon ber loeal revenaes,
1t 18 ugreed chat for the period of ten years
from the time when the Union takes effect,
an additional allowsoce of §63,060 per uouw
shall be made to that Provinee.”” Our des

than to confirn this power of disallowance.
und to state the precise mode of bringing
objections to any Separate School Bill tully
under she notige of the Federal Execative,
with a view to its disallowanee - viere can
he no possible ohjection to that. So long as
the power of interference of the Federsl an-
thorities is negative, little harm can resaic
Whut was to-be teared was the outrageous
proposal to clothe the Federal Parliament
with the right to legislate 1n school matters
in direct defiance of the Loeal Legisiature.

I'nese, we understand, to be the whole of
the departures ads [rom the original
Quebec scheme. Sume of them are quite
unressonable and exeedingly unjust; and
we can hardly undersiand how the repre-

i

ussented to them. There may poseibly be
yet au ()ppurtullll_v of umelldlng some of
them. Wiien we have the Bill at full length,
we will be in a better position to survey the
whole question. But. meantime, we hare no
hesitation in stating our opinion, that if tie
whole lale has been told in vur despatch—i
there ure no other ehang s 10 b heard ot—
the Bill. with all its defects. will be an im-
mense boon to the people of Upper Canada.
and we wilt hearti'y rejoice when il 1eceives
the Royal sanction.

SUFFERING, FRUM SNoWSTORM IN
IOWA.

The Des Moines correspondent of the Chi-
cago Journal writes, Feb. Tth :—

The recent enow storm in this State was
sovorcly fctty mmd produccd a lurge amount
of suffering.  Reports ure already coming in,
which show great damage done to Live stock,
and the loss of human lite. The Fort Dodge
Noith-West gives the following incident re-
lative to the perils of astage driver : ** Charles
UHale dett Twin Lukes, twenty-six miles west
of Fort Dodge, ut four o'clock in the alter-
uoon on Thursduy, just as the greit enow

storm  began.  Since that tme nothing has
been hesrd from him. He expected to be

able to reach the Yates settlement, which

was ten miles distant without u house, that

evening. Parties who have been out search-

ing for hiw found the sleigh tracks within a

mile of Mr. Yates' house. [ere he had evi-

dently becouwe bewildered, and, alter driving

around the mounds several thwes, hud started

off over the prairie in a northeast direction,

stace which time no traces has been found of

him or the team. Thorsduy night, it will

be remembered. was a terrible night to bs

out on the prairie. Al threugh the night,

und during the whole of Friduy. the storm

waud raging with terrific force. No man or

team could bave followed the read for an hour.

‘There 18 but littie hope thut the drivers will

be found wlive, us nearly a week hus now,
passed since he was lust seen. Charles [ale

18 an old driver, and was well acqaainted with

the country, but that would uvail riothing in

such u etorm.’”

On the same day, near Algona Mr. Daw-

8on and a step son started with a load of hay

for their home. ten miles distant. When

within three miles of home, the storm in-

ereased 80 they lost thewr way; and the
cattle, becoming weary. refused to face the|
storm any longer, and Mr. Dawson, not
knowmg which way to steer, unhitched the
teams und concluded to camp for the night.
