The men now in the city, at
the time the chase began, were ashore de-
livering mess mackerel to an  old woman
who assisted them in mending their nets,
and though they waited several days, their
vessel did not re-appear. They walked to
Campellton, a distance of about 100 miles,
whence the U. 8. consular agent forwarded
them to this city. The Hannon had about
200 barrels of mackrel on board when chas-
ed. The names of the men are Charles
Clark and John Lyons.
