10 flud for them. Why, if the present Gov
erninent had readjusted the tariff,—and a
rearrangement of the tarifl does not involye
of nrcessily an increase on the whole of the
purdens of the people; if they had imposed
daties on articles that we can manufacture,
and taken the duties off those that we can
not moanutacture, our manufacturing indus-
tries would have been sustained and devel-
oped. std we would have kept our skillec
artizaa$ ia our own country.
