Old Izaak Walton would have
hailed with pleasure the idea of our
Maritime Premiers going off on &
fishing trip together to Gander
River, Newfoundland. In order that
Premier Smallwood might have a
ehance of being one of the company,
they have postponed their trip for
a week or so, and this too would
have met with Izaak's warm ap-
proval. The more the merrier, he
would have said; and there is no
doubt that he would have devoted

& charming age in his “Com-
pleat Angler” to this pleasing in-
eident, had he been around at the
time.

Many things have changed, for
better.or worse, since Walton’s day;
but there is still & close comrade-
ship between all “brothers of the
Angle”. They meet not only for
good sport but for “good company
and good discourse,” which Izaak
called “the sinews of virtue.” “As
no man is born an artis! e main-
tained, “so no man is born an ang-
Jer.” It was an art “worthy the
knowledge and practice of a wise
man”; and, like mathematics, It
“could ever be fully learnt.”

What better, therefore, than for
our heads of governments to “go
s-angling” together in their leisure
time? Premier Shaw, we are sure,
will heartily endorse old Izaak's
views in the book he wrote some
three centuries ago on the subject:
and his fellow premiers lkewise.
This will be a new kind of Atlantie
Prentiers’ Conference, out of which
who knows what cordial relations
may develop, beneficial to us all?

Each of them, we trust, will find
this projected trip an unforgettable
axperience—"a rest to his mind"—
Izaak’s incomparable words again
~—a cheerer of his spirits, a
diverter of sadness, a calmer of un-
quiet thoughts, a moderator of pas-
sions, and a procurer of contented-
ness.” Let us hope, too, that it will
beget in them, as in all “compleat
anglers,” those “habits of peace
and patience” which are as import-
ent in political affairs as in the
eatching of fish.

Need For Joint Action

Concern over the rising level of
eontamination in the waters of
both Charlottetown and Summer-
side harbors has been expressed by
Health Minister MacNeill, who con-
firms the report that these waters
are “not fit for swimming or bath-
fng in” and that the contamination
situation, caused by the use of un-
treated sewage disposal ontlets for
both centres, is “getting worse all
the time.” He agrees with the sug-
gestion that swimming and bathing
be banned completely in both har-
bors and that the matter be dealt
with by the two municipalities eon-
eerned.

take legislative action to clean it up,
and set a good example on its own
account, would seem to be worth
considering. Our citizens of both
communities should feel anything
but apathetic about this matter.
There may be other centres, too,
which are becoming affected by this
water contamination blight.

There is no time now for mu-
tual recriminations. A full assess-
ment of the situation, and of what
can be done to remedy it on a eo-
operative basis, should be made
without further loss of time. It is
inexcusable that we should let our
fine bathing facilities go the way
they have gone in the larger in-
dustrial centres across the country.
Our governments, civic and provin-
eial, owe no greater duty to the
electorate than to preserve the
natural assets we have so long
enjoyed and taken for granted. We
suggest that the Health Minister
call a meeting of all concerned in
this matter, to consider what joint
action can be taken before it is
too late.

Victory For The UN.

Hailed as a brilliant example of
what international action can ac-
complish was the agreement reach-
ed at the United Nations General
Assembly last week on independ-
ence for the Belgian trust territory
of Ruanda-Urundi, As far as pos-
sible the lessons learned in the
Congo were intelligently applied in
this case, with encouraging results.

Belgian troops will remain in the
territory for u month after inde-
pendence on July 1. Either of the
new countries, the Republic of
Rwanda and the Kingdom of Bu-
rundi, may Invite them to remain
longer. There will be a U.N. “pres-
ence” on a minimal basis at the
very outset, and U.N. help with or-
ganized internal security.

These and other matters, says
& news report, were the result of
reasonable compromise on all sides.
The so<called Afro-Asian bloc in
the U.N. did not sweep all before
it, in pressing for unconditional in-
dependence ut once. The European
powers and the United States did
not take a hard colonial line in
pressing for precautions because
the two countries are ill prepared
to keep order and govern them-
selves. When the vote came, it was
98 to 0, with only the Soviet bloe
abstaining after its futile effort to
cause friction. Even Cuba voted
with the rest.

Room For Expansion

A reminder that Canada is still
& growing country comes from the
Northwest Territories. This vast
expanse—one-third of the whole
country—has only about 23,000 peo-
ple. But the Territories’ Council is
pressing ahead with a process be-
gun last year of dividing the domain
into more manageable parts. It is re-
ecommending to the Federal Govern-
ment that the Western half, now
known as the District of Mackenzie,
be removed from the Northwest
Territories and made, by 1964, to
stand alone as the Mackenzie Ter-
ritory just as the Yukon Territory
now stands alone. The population of
Mackenzie Territory will be 1,800
Eskimos, 4,800 Indians, and 8,000
whites in an avea almost exactly the
size of Quebee Province.

The ereation of this separate
territory would leave in what s
now the Northwest Territories the
Distriets of Keewatin and Franklin,

Churchill on Hodson Bay up to the
North Pole and East to Davie Strait
and Baffin Bay—a total of 724,000
