Dr. W.J.P. MacMillan said the
Sanitorium Commission had ren-
dered a wonder public service to
the Province for many years. “Dr.

One more feature which has
contributed_ to the importance of
nursing aides is the great short-
age of registered nurses. Here the
training has fallen far behind the
increased demand for R.N.’s noi
only from the hospitals but from
the public health service, the large
industries and most important of
all, the armed forces.

Only by increasing the number

of nursing-aides-in-training, by
improving the quality of the
courses given, and by utilizing

their services to the best advant-
aze in the provision of medical

care, can increased services be
supplied. .
Much of the overcrowding In

hospitals and the long waiting
lists be avolded if cases of minor
iliness and injury were cared for
at home by nursing aides under
the close supervision of the fam-
ilv doctor, the speaker emphasiz-
ed. In this way much of the emo-
tional upset incurred by the pa-
tient on entering hospital ~ might
be avoided; the cost would be
much less than that of hizhly
snecialized hospital care; and fin-
ally a hospital bed would be re-
leased for a more acutely ill pa-
tient.

Dr. Curtis visualized national and
provincial associations of nursing
aides comparable to mnow-existing
associations of medical men, reg-
istered nurses, physiotherapists,
etc. Such an organization, he said.
would protect the rights and priv-
ileces of the aide as well as pro-
tect the community in which she
works.
