Producing Capacity
In Canada

OTTAWA, March 15 — (CP) —
Canada. siriving to overcome a
hydro-electric power shcejage,
harnessed another 881.250 horse-
power during 1951, at a cost of
about $270,0C0,000.

This added construction, part of
'a long-range program which will
| continue for another half-decade
'at least, hoosted total installed
hydro capacity to 13 300,000 horse-
power.

This is about three times the
total energy of the Niagara Falls
and the equivalent of the power
produced by the burning of some
33,000,000 tons of coal.

But this huge energy-producing
capacity, sparking a tremendous
growth in Canadian industrializ-
ation, is only a fraction of the
teeming water power still waiting
to be harnessed.

| The sterling group is exper-
‘iencing a crisis, The gold and
dollar reserves, which Britain
holds as banker for the sterling
area, ran a deficit in the last
Isix months of 1951 at a rate of
£1,450,600,000.

Latest available figures place the
reserves in February this year at
1 $632,000,000—below what is con-
sidered the safety level and not
imuch beyond the figure of $479,-
1090,000 reached just before the
jdrastic devaluation of the pound
in September, 1949.

If the deficit continued at the
present rate another devaluation
would be  necessary within six
months. o

Not all sterling partners are
such

Burma have pleaded that their
standard of living is so low and
their need for imports so great
that they can't do much to help.

Britain's cuts are the biggest.
The Conservative Government has
announced import cuts totalling
