The Right sort of florses to Breed.

1t is now coming the time of year when
those who have brood wares should be look-
ing around for the stallion they expect to
patronize the uext season. [f you have one
mare try and get another, or two more, for
it is but little more trouble to raise two or
three colts than one.  Let your selection
of mares be as uniform in type, size, color,
action and disposition as possible, and then
when you find your horse suitable for one
he will suit the others.
wore uniform and will be much easier
mated into teams.  Horse buyers will go
fifty miles to buy a team reported to them
a8 closely mated who will not go out of
town to look at single horses. Teams are
always in demand.

Make up your mind as to the kind of a
horse you want, and bear in mind that in
the course of nature you will get a com-
promise betweea the parents. There are
exceptions to this, but this is the rule.
There are many qualities desirable ina
horse, but there are three we wish to em-
phasize —size, sense and action. Whether
you breed saddlers, trocters, coachers or
draft horses, get size. A horse above the
average in either of these classes is worth
£25 wore than the average, and $50 more
than one under the average of his class. As
a rule these differences should be doubled.
If he is to have size of body he must have
size of foot and bone to bear him up. Size
follows the sire, so select a large horse. In-
telligence is just as necessary in & horse as
in a dog. The horse that sees and under-
stands seldom runs off.
