Larry Doby of Cleveland put to-
gether.a .317 average through
games of Sunday and . took over
10th place among the batting lead-
ers from Gerry Coleman, who
held down that position a week
ago. It was the first time since
April 29 that the Yankees were
not represented.

Ferris Fain of Philadelphia con-
tinued in the No. 1 spot with a
.366 but was being  pressed by
Nelly Fox of the league-leading
Chicago White Sox. Fox had .362
and was followed in third place by
a teammate Orestes Minoso with
.359. .
Others in the select circle were
Vern Stephens, Boston, .357; Ed-
die Robinson, Chicago, .345; Dom
DiMaggio, Boston 344; Jim
Busby, Chicago, .333; and Ray
