Senator Arthur Roebuck (L-On-
tario), committee chairman, told
the Senate Tuesday night this
probably is something of a record
for the first 21 days of a session.

He reported the 113 recom-
mendations for divorces were out
of a total of 302 received to date
from petitioners in the two prov-
inces. which do not have their
own divorce courts. Two had been
withdrawn and 187 had yet to be|
heard.
