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We Had Almost Forgotten !

We have to thank our contemporary for the
reminder in its yesterday’s issue of “the large
number of members who spoke on the address”
in reply to the Throne Speech at the last legis-
lative session. Our contemporary is in error, as
usual, on this point. Premier CAMPBELL was the
last speaker in the Draft Address debate. But
in the Budget debate he was followed by no
fewer than fifteen Liberal members, two of
whom undertook to express very decided opin-
ions on the proposed Sales Tax scheme as en-
unciated in the Premier’s earlier speech. We had
almost  forgotten these gentlemen’s remarks,
which would have been too bad indeed. Pending

evidence to the contrary, we must assume
that they voiced public opinion, at least
so far as their own constituents were concerned.
It is with pleasure, therefore—at our contemp-
orary’s suggostion—that we add their eontribu-
tion to the choice anthology of Liberal quota-

tions which appeared in these columns yesterday.

AMro Jonx Mustarp, Third District of
Kings, said he “viewed with ANXIETY the
suggestion that the B. N. A. Act might be
amended] o as to enable the Provinces to im-
pose additional indirect taxation. Whatever
taxes are imposed graduvally find their way to
the producer of wealth, and the only two pro-
ducing classes in this Province are farmers and
fishermen.” (Patriot, April 20.)

Hon. T. W. L. Prowsk, Fifth District of
Queens, said “he was glad to see that there was
NOTHING IN THE WAY OF INCREASED
BUSINESS TAXNES THIS YEAR. Increased
taxes mean HIGHER PRICES, REDUCED
CONSUMPTION OF GOODS, AND LOW-
ER STANDARD OF LIVING TO THE
PEOPLIL" (Patriot, same issue).

Not one solitary voice was raised in the
House to support the scheme as enunciated by
Premicr Campocell, Mr. Mustarp viewed it with
“anxicty”, and Hon. Mr, Prowse with anxiety
tempered only by satisfaction that thers would
be “nothing in the way of increased business
taxes this year.”

Mr. ProwsE’s statement is of particular
significance. If the Sales Tax scheme had gone
through—if it had not been killed in the Senate,
and had received the sanction of the Imperial
Parliament—it undoubtedly wwould have gone
into cffect this year. It would have been put inta
cffect by Order-in-Council.  Indeed, according
to Rt. Hon. Grorce P. GraHAM, Deputy Gov-

liament without waiting for legislative sanction
by the Provinces.

Is it mot clear from Mr. Prowse’s statement
that he, like the general public, wwas misled by
Premicr Campbell's assurance that ample op por-
tunity for discussion would be given before any
decision was taken at Ottawas by way of provid-
ing amending machinery?

And if the matter HAD come before the
Legislature, how many would have stood with
Messrs. Prowse and MustarRD by their ‘“no
more taxation” pledges? How many apostates
would the Premier have been able to muster on
the opposite side? That is a moot question.
Some, perhaps, like Senators McARTHUR and
SiNcLairR when the vote was taken at Ottawa,
would have found it conveniert to absent them-
selves. But speculation on this point is idle. The
scheme has fallen through. And far be it from us
to suggest that it be revived for the sake of add-
ing further to the embarrassment of our local
Liberal stalwarts when they again face the el-
ectors!

The Railway Issue

When the BENNETT Government came into
office in 1930 it found that under the old
Mackenzie KING board of directors the exi-
gencies of the Canadian National Railways had
in about nine years added something like $goo,-
000,000 to the public debt. Huge expenditures
had been carried out in scores of constituencies
all across the Dominion as a means of winning
successive general elections. Extravagant luxury
services had been introduced; political Hranch
lines had been constructed; tens of millions of
dollars had been poured out upon luxurious ser-
vices at Vancouver, Saskatoon, and elsewhere.
When the Kine GovERNMENT went out of office
it had committed the public treasury to further
drastic expenditures including the $50,000,000
terminal in Montreal. This waste had occurred
under the original board of directors appointed
by that administration. This was why the

directors, substituting for the board a non-par-
tisan committee of three trustees,

LOGICAL DIET FOR MAN

One of the interesting exhibits
at the Chicago Century of Progress
celebration was that showing the
len, of the digestive tract—from
mouth right down to lower end of
the large intestine from whence
the wastes (feces) leave the body.
One exhibit was of the cow, the
grass eating animal, another of
the dog, the meat-eating animal,
and the third of man who eats
meat, grasses and vegetables,

It was found that the length of
the intestine where digestion is
carrled on was much longer (in
proportion to the length of the
animal) where grasses were eaten
(cows) than where meat alone
(dogs), or meat and vegetables
(men) were eaten, The length of
the intestine in the cow was about
8 to 10 times its own length, that
« man 5 times, and that of the
dog 3 times.

The natural conclusion to come
to from this knowledge is that the
cow needs a long intest'ne to give
time to absorb nourishment, and
that dogs need only a short intest-
ine as meat is quickly absorbed in-
to the blood. .
Thus as man has a length of in-
testine part way betweerr TOWs and
dogs he should therefore eat both
meat and vegetables,

Now there may be conditions in
which meat should not be used—
kidney or bloodvessel aflments—
but the idea that meat is danger-
ous and that man should live on
fruit and vegetables alone is a
mistake. ' :

Of course there are {individua's
who have been able to prove that
the meat diet alone can keep them
In perfect health and others who
have been able to prove that veget-
ables and fruft al™me gives them
their excellent health and energy.
The point fo remember however is
that meat contains much fat, and
that many of the vegetarians eat
milk, cheese and poss'bly ezgs which

Now 1t is possible that those who
can live on meat alone, or on frult
and vegetables alone, are “differ~
ent” from the rest of us in build,

Sir John A. Helped
To Name A Cardinal

(Fred Williams in the Ottawa
Journal)

In 1886, fifty years ago, it was
announced in  Quebec news-
papers that the Right Reverend
Elzear Alexandre Taschereau,
Archbishop of Quebec, had been
created a Cardinal by Pope Leo

Macdonald had been responsible
for the signal honor befng con-
ferred upon the Canadian prelate.

One
writer, for instance, sees no advan-
tage whatever in a National Park,
but he sees urgent need of more
protection for human life; as
thoughi the two things did not go
naturally together. Another sees
some probable advantage in such a
park. but he would nevertheless
much rather see the amount requir-
ed to establish it, spent on hard-
surfaced roads. That is, two miles
of hard concrete road looks better
to him than any park whatever that
he can imagine on P. E. Island.
Park lovers (we mean those pecple
who love parks) would on the other
hand, prefer to travel over decent
clay roads, if these led them to a
nice park, rather than to travel over
Scores of miles of concrete road and
still find no fresh green spot of
carth where they could rest to their
heart’s content. Pro Bono says our
Island is fu!l of such places, namely,
the privately-owned woodlands of
our farmers, and that their good
city friends are welcome to a share
of these. I am afraid that Pro Bono,
like the over-polite Persian host
who assures his guest that he is
welcome to each and every thing in
his house, would be utterly aston-
ished if the inhabitants of the City
took him at his word. No, no, Pro
Bono, farmers today do not want
city folks to be intruding on their
privately~owned woodlands, nor yet

on their privately-owned shore-

lands; and hence, there is a crying
demand today for public spaces of
woodland and shoreland, so that
respectable, health-seeking citizens,
and innocent, pleasure seekers from
town and country may find free
and ready access to these, none dar-
ing to make them afraid.

I am not, however, a tourist en-
thusiast, and think it perfectly silly
that people could ever hope or im-
agine that this country could rival
Florida and Switzerland as a tourist
resort. A mere school-boy can see
that nature well designed these last
two countries for tourist trade, one
on account of its long summers and
balmy winters, and perpetually
warm ocean waters for bathing; and
the other on account of its grand,
unconquerable, inviolable moun-
tains, unsuiteq for anything except
as objects of admiration and health
resorts, But nature has made P. E.
Island, every inch of it, too fertile
to be eventually a mere playground,
and it is now happily, we think, al-
most every inch of it, a well-tilled
garden, and justly termed the “Gar-
den of the Gulf.” This is our heri-
tage, and we should not lightly
hand it over to all sorts of idle
sports from all over the continent,
basely tempted to do so by the al-
mighty dollar; in this I am heart
and soul with Pro Bono Publico.
But nevertheless, there is no reason
why the Island should not cater to
a certailn amount and a cettain
quality of tourist trade; and the
quality should be the very best. And
we have learned from experience
that it is the very best quality who
look for such accommodation as
quiet parks and quiet, decent seaside
resorts.

Pro Bono suggests the fear that
the park might ,become a resort for
all sorts of vice; and if the park
should be designed on the Coney
Isldng principle, we would share his
misgivings.

But we are not writing to knock
hard-surfaced roads, but to boost
for natural parks which we think
ought to bé in all three counties of
our province, though we certainly
think the Grand National Park
ought to be in Queen’s County, near
Charlottetown, and between Char-
lottetown and Borden, on one of the
main roads, as near to the salt wa-
ter as possible and commanding a
fine view of landscape. The least
common multiple of these factors
is the logical site to be chosen.
