PETROLEUM AS FUEL.

|
The experiments which for several maonths bave |
been in progress at Boston, looking to the sue-
cessful apphcation of petroleum an fuel for steam-
ships, have been watehed with much inter t,and
their results have been very iwmpertant. These |
results, as claimed by the invenior of the system
wader trial, are a saving of four or five to one in
space required for the sturage of fuel, and al |
legst five-sixths of the labor required for feeding
and tending the fires, to say uothing of the actual
cust, which depends upon the relative prioes of
coal and oil.  Application was made to the Seero-
tary of the Navy, in Novewbor last, for oppor
tunity to test the practicability of petroleam as
fuel npon a Government vessel.  The Department
bad already, in 1362, appointed a committee of
naval #ngineers to experiment upon this sobject,
and upon this apphicatos a board of three chief
engineers was ordered to examine the proposed |
experiinents, the gunboat Palos being wnlocted for
the trial. Previous to entering upon the petro-
fewm trial, her engines were tested] with coal,
thirtysiz revolutions per winute, with thlrty‘
pounds of steam, being obtaived Iu the first
petroloum test thirty-touwr revolulivns were ob-
taived with the sawe hoad of steaw, and lh--_
second test fifty revolutions with o pressare of
thirty pounds. A comparison »f the weight of
tive oil aud the coal showed that one posnd of oil
had done the work of eight pounds of coal, and
he general comparison of weight has shown one
barrel of petroleum to be equal to one ton of coal

Crude vils are used of a gravity ranging from
31 to 47 degrees.  The oil is first conveyed directly
to & cust-iron retort ané vaporized by means of a
slight fire uederneath.  Due proportions of steam |
and cowwen wir are incorporated with the vapor,
and the gasses thus evolved coustitute the [
T'his burne with an intense beat, and the combus- |
tiow is o perfeet that no siwoke 18 visible at Hn"
wuliet of the smokestack. |

The fire e under perfect control, and there
being no ashes, clinker nor refuse coal to clog the
fires, they way be run an indeinite time without
stoppage for cleaning.  The buruiug of eval upon f
the Palos reguired the services of twenty-one |
firemen snd coalpassers; with the petroleum only
three men were needed.  This sue prineiple may
be applied to locomotives as well as steawers, and, |
indeed, upon the Franklin and Warren Rauilroad,
in Western Pennsylvauia, a petroleum burning |
apparatus has been successtully cmployed. The |
petrei=um regions are waking still turther use of |
the oil by applying the uecessary apparatus to the
fires of the eugine houses at Cie wells, thus saving
u very large outlay for wood or coal.  During the
beight of the !pﬂ'ulun\r fever, when dozens ut}
wells were being sunk upon each sere i the |
favorite localities, all the cval for the engines was |
transported for wiles over trighttul roads ot great |
wear acd tear of horses and wagouns, and at a
corresponding cost to the well owner.  Nearly all |
this greal expense might have been saved bad llu-l
ase of petrvieuin for fuel been pract.-ally under-
stoud. The experiments at Boston are to be|
continued, and petroleum tested upon a sea voyage. |
The importance of the subject sbould insure for it |
a rigid and persistent iuvestigation.  Should the |
revult of the experiments continue to be <atistac-
tory, the carrying capacity of our steamships will
be largely incroased, while their payrolls way be
greatly diminished, coaling stations may be dis-
coptinned, aud 8 vessel may leuve New York with |
enough fuel on board tu propel ber srouud the |
world.—N. Y. Tribune
