(CP)—Peter
William Gordon, 76, prominent
businessman and former sports re-
porter, died Saturday.

Born in Kingshorough, P.E.I,
Mr. Gordon was educated at
Prince of Wales College and Aca-
dia University, graduating in 1898
;vith a master's degree in econom-
cs.

On graduation he worked as
sports reporter for the old St.
John’s Sun. Later he became
sports editor. In 1904, he moved
to the Winnipeg Free Press as
sports editor. S

In 1907, Mr. Gordon joined the
Sun 0Oil Co. and was appointed rep-
resentative at Nelson, B.C. He was
later appointed resident manager
at Calgary and Saskatoon. He
moved to Toronto in 1919 and in
1920 went to Hamilton as Ontario
manager of the Imperial Oil mar-
ket division. |

He retired in 1938 because of ill
health.

Mr. Gordon then served as a di-
rector of several corporations and
also served on the boards of many
organizations, clubs and societies.

In 1946 he was awarded the Or-
der of the British Empire for his
work as general chairman of the
Hamilton rehabilitation committee
for returned veterans. He was also
named Hamilton’s man of the year
in 1946.

Surviving are a son, John Peter,
Hamilton; a’ daughter, Mrs. Paul
Armstrong, Guelph; two brothers,
Herbert Ford, Ottawa, and John
Peter, Charlottetown, P.E.I.; and
three grandchildren.
