A DEATH SENTENCE

Because of the millions of dol-
Jars the American Heart Associa-
tion Inc. distributes to the various
hospitals and heart research or-
ganizations, many may think that
the diseases of the heart are re-
cpiving sufficient attention. What
we fail to realize is that before the
American Heart Association began
its definite work of finding out the
causes and treatment of diséases of
the heart, the great majority of us
believed that once heart disease
was discovered in any of us, we
were doomed — doomed to death
within weeks or months. Thanks to
the American Heart Association
and the sending-out to all physic-
jans the latest findings of their re-
search work, it can be safely stated
thas millions of lives have been
saved or prolonged.
