Bernyard Manure

Rather more than three times as much
nitrogen as piosphorie acid is removed from
the suil by crops. Farmyard manure re-
turns these elem nts In similar proportions,

but of course it would be a mistake to sup-
pose that dung supplies nitrogen to any

crop at the rate of 12 1b. per ton, or any-
thing approaching that quantity. Its dura-
tion as a manure spreads its virtue over

four or five crops, but the close resemblance
which its chemical composition bears to
that of ordimary crops as regards manurial
ingredients pints it out as peculiarly suit-
able manure ior the purpose of maintaining
the fert ‘iy of regular y cropped soil, while

it furnishes much of the material necessary
for the promotion of nitrification. In
duration, farmyard manureis excelled only

by lime and bones, and this we regard as a
very decided p int in its favor.
