They came from
the direction of East Lake and
disappeared in the westward shad-
ows, probably Black Pond bound.
I am always suspiclous when.I
see large flocks of ducks on the
move in early August. To me it
smacks of having being disturbed
by pre-season hunting.

On the evening of
August 3rd I stopped on a bridge
spanning a river mouth in a dis-
trict in West Prh:ce.
