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Scoﬂand s Worst Slum
Becomes Glasgow Symbol

GLASGOW (CP)—It was only
yesterday, as time is measured
in Glasgow, that one of the
nastiest slums in Christendom
festered in the Gorbals, in the
southern erook of the Clyde.

Today that 111-acre paich has
become a symbol of the new
Glasgow and indeed of the new
Scotland, breasting a modern-
day industrial revolution in-
volving wholesale movement of
population.

Tall new apartment buildings
have all but displaced the hid:
eous stone tenements where
even now families are crammed
into tiny flats with only cold-
water “‘jaw boxes” — kilchen
sinks—for all washing.

To the Canadian eye, these
new huildings have an austere
look but the space for schools
and playgrounds is impressive,
especially remembering it way
here that infamous razor gangs

roamed as late as 1

The change is part of a plan

y which Glasgow—hemmed. in
by water and hills—is “decant-
ing" surplus population and .re-
developing five square miles >f
its total area of 62. The exodus
is termed the “Glasgow over-
spill.”

In the Gorbals, for instance,
10,000 people will live where 27,-
000 were crammed in squalor.
Already the population has been
trimmed to 12,000,

“Glasgow as a whole is being
reduced from 1,100,000 people to
900,000, George Gavin, a plan-
ning officer, told visiting Com-
monwealth reporters,

The target is 1980 and some
70000 folk now have been af-

Glasgow homes into four cate-
gories—unfit, nearly unfit, all
right for 15 years, satisfactory.

“There were 100,000 homes in
the first two calegories and 29
areas stood out, covering five
square miles."

This depressing picture, of
course, was a legacy of the in-
dustrial Tevolution in which
Glasgow rose fo ascendancy as
one of the prime engineering
workshops of the world.
