Having applied to the proprietors of the
house for their assistance, which however
they declined to give, although desirous of |
offering no_ obstruction to the law, the
officers after dining instructed a boy to call
their man from the room, on pretence of
being desirous of remunerating him for his
attendance upon them waile at dinner.

The ruse succeeded, and Sneed or Wi
son came into the hall. He w medi:
ly addressed by the name of ** Patrick

officer Tyler, and told that he was arrested

on_a charge of murder. Mr. Boyington
then clapped a handcufi’ upon one’ of his
wrists, but before he could fasten it on to
the other the fellow shouted lustily for assi
tance, and some seventy to a hundred ne-
groel came poring out of the door of the
lining room into the hall.

By this time the officers got their prison-
er to the front pnzn, but he was speedily
clutched by the waiters and dragged back
into the the officers following
without relinquishing their grasp. In the
hall he was torn from their hands, nearly
every vestige of clothing being stript from
his person. The doors at the end of the hall
were then shut and barred, a number of the

waiters remaining outside and obstructing g
