The next day they
slugged it out with the Halifax
Wanderers, the flower of Maritime
athletes. The blue and black scor-
ed 54 points to ‘the Wanderers 45,
while other clubs—New Glasgow,
Moncton, etc. had to be content
with smaller scores,

When news of their victory
reached Charlottetown that night
everybody shouted with joy. The
passing of time has seen the rise
and fall of such clubs as the
Charlottetown, Phoenix, Crescent,
Part and Cabot, but sports in one
form or another still go on. It is
interesting to note that the
Charlottetown club played one of
their best games in Mount Ed-
ward Road, then known as For.
gan's Field. From there the play-
ers switched their stumps on a
field owned by the Beagley Es-
