RUSSIA'S  CZAROWITZ
ANMEIR TO A THRONE WHO 0CCU-
PIES A PECULIAR POSITION.

——— e

The Young Man, Though Weak in Some

Respacts, is Inclined to Liberalism—The
Widest Breach Between Him and His
Father—Iis Predilections. o

The widest breach between the Russian
Czarowitz and his father is on the Jewish
question. The young man does not believe
m persecuting the Jews or in driving them
from Russia. There are other points of
difference between the opinions of the Czar
and those of his son, but these are the
main ones, and to a man of the Czar's
fierce temper, which will not brook epposi-
tion, they are suficient to cause him to
look upon his son as s wilful, fractious
boy, not fit to rule any people.

«hat Grand Duke Nicholas would be able
to put his advanced ideas into force should
he come into power to-morrow, there is
small reason to believe. He has absorbed
some liberal ideas from his tutors, but he
is not in any way a forceful or a strong
young man. He is not resourceful, has no
special talent for affairs, and would be a
weak figure in the haudsof the strong body
of strategists who now surround Alexander
IIl. and largely shape his reactionary
olicy.

Tako it all in all, the young heir to the
Russian throne occupies a pecaliar posi-
tion. The heir of his father, he is yet dis-
trusted by him. The Czar is not at the
best of times a very amiable man, save to-
ward his wife. Latterly he has been a
victim of insomnia, and then there come
reports that the hereditary taint of insan-
ity, which has shown itseif in the Roman-
offs, has marked him in an open manner.
Under these circumstances his conduot to-
ward his son, in whom he places little
faith, may be highly important in its re-
sults,

Those who have come into contact with
the Czarowitz—and they are not numerous
—all coneur in the opinion that, while not
over bright, ke is fairly intelligent and
very amiable,

‘T'his latter quality bas made him popu-
lar with all parties in the Russian econrt,
even including those who look upon him
as a very weak figure indeed to support
the weight of the Russian crown—as he
may foine day. He has a certain grace
and fact that come to him from his clever
Dat mother and not from his crose
grained father. He is more of a seholar
than wost of the Russian men of rank are,
but is both modest and simple of manner.
Tutors, whomn he has had from time to
time, have reported of him that the ami-
ability ho shows in public is not assumed.

In the schoolroom he was the same. He
always met his tutors half way in their
efforts to improve him. le was never
churlish, por did he display any of the
“*spoiled child” gualities that might have
been looked for in a youne man of his
position. Not especially qu™x to learn,
he was willing and patient. It was from
one of these tutors that the Grand Duke
imbibed the ideas which made him German
rather than French in his tastes and sym
pathiies, coutrary to what wou'd have been
the wishes of his father, had the latter
known aunything of the matter.

Still, the young man is fairly well versed
in French literature as well as (GGerman,
and, unlike his father, he is an admirer ot
Tolstoi and of the younger writers of the
modern Russian period who are pushing to
the front. He is said to care little for
heavy reading of a political or historical
character. He has a taste for poetry and
fiction, and in this again he is like his
mother, for Alexander 111 has no liking
for that sort of reading, or indeed for any
other,

Newspaper literature is served on him
sparingly. The Czar's press censors are a
zealous lot, and must do something to earn
their wages. When they come across an
English newspaper, for instance, of an
outspoken character they give it aqueer
overhauling before it goes to the future
(Czar. The result is that he knows only in
a fragmentary way of a good deal that is
going on in the world outside his father’s
palace.

1f he conld follow his own bent he would
undoubtedly go about freely and learn
something of the people whom he may be
called upon to govern. But the fear that
the anarchists will insist on taking shots at
him with dynamite bombs prevents his
doing auy genteel slumming in St. Peters-
burg or Moscow.

There is one thing to besaid of the young
man that cannot be said of other kunights
of kis age. His life has been clean. [lis
name is unsmirched by scandal. Ile has
lived quietly with his books and studies.
His habits have been and are of the sim 3/ 2st.
He is tenderly attached to his mother and
if his affection for his rough bear of a
father is ieas strong, he has at least given
him respect and obedience while dirz rree-
ing with him on many poiunts. He really
wishes to improve the condition of the
p2ople of Russia and on no narrow lines.
He is no apostle of war or bloodshed and
no persecutor of race or religion.

Such a young man, with even moderate
brains, might rule sensibly,

"I'he marriage of this young man' to the
daughter of the Prince of Wales and his 1
accession to the Russian throne before the
next great Eurcpean struggle, which states-
men say cannot long be delayed, would
have an important eifect upon the turn of
events. Ilis known and ovenly avowed
friendship for Germany and its Emperor
would lead him to treat the Triple Alliance
neutrally, if not with downright open
friendsiip, and would leave France isolated
and alinost alone in Countinental Europe,
while his eonnection by marriage to a
daughter of the Prince of Wales would
certainly tend to bromote amity between
Russia and Jland,

i r.in‘s Public Kitchens,

Thee popilar estaolishments are de-
seribed by George S. Layard iu the Nine
teenth Ceutury. A public kitchen for the
working classes was inaugurated in 1566
by a German woman, Han Morgenstein.
She has established many of these kitchens,
each one having a public dining room,
comfortably warmed and furnished, and
mpplh-d with the daily papers. Each
kitchen, supplying perhaps from 3500 to
400 people with daily meals, is managed
by a local committee, the whole scheme
being under the control of a central coun
cil.  All the paid cooks are orc the pre
mises by 6 in the meruing, anl the vege-
tables and meat have been brought in  be-
fore them. Waste of any kind is strictly
forbidden. A subscription of $3,250 was
suflicient to start this scheme; the reserve
fund set aside for providing new kitchens
iner. ases every year, while the council pays
fair wages aud is able to pension off its old
servants. For a sum varying from three
to six cents the Berlin workman can obtaia
a satisfactory meal at any of these restaur-
ants, A diuner for four cents aliows a
basin of thick, substantial German soup,
a plate of vegetables, and a plate of pudd
inyg, und a roli of bread in addition costs &

HENRI RCCHEFORT.

A Famous Writer Wh
Him late

« Caustic Pen Gos
able,

A ecable corisspondent estimates that
200,000 people were at the railroad station
in Paris the other day to welcome Henrl
Rochefort on his return to the Irench
capital after years of exile in England.
Rochefort has been ealled the D’Artagnan
of French journalism. Daring to the
point of rashness when he handled a pen,
Rochefort is timid if called to plead his
own cause by word of mouth. 1f he had
been in that Paris court a few months
ago when the magistrate sentenced him
to three 12onths” imprisonment for *‘ip-
sulting the bench' in one of his blazing
leaders in the Intransigeant he would
probably have made a poor appearance.
But when he took up his pen and began
to dissect the Jimb of the law who had
shown his resentment by making ‘‘com-
plete amnesty’’ difficult for him, the ad-
vantage was all on his side. With the
lightning of his irony he so *‘‘scarified’’
that judge that he made him ridiculous,
and in France ridicule kilis.

The exile which has just come to an end
{s not the {irst to which he has been sub-
jected. For his share in the wild doings
of the commune he was e mned to
death, but the sentence w cominuted
to transportation to New ledonia. The
story of his escape from that penal settle-

2

ment and of his passing through the
United States is well kpown. On his

return to Europe, as he, of course, would
not go to France, he settled down in
Switzerland and lost no time in snnoying
wh government by his politieal
s and pamphlets. In 1850 an am-
nesty bill was passed, which restored all
those implicated in the cominune to
France, and Henri Rochefort at once re-
turned to Paris.  Ie started the Intransi-
gent—the word means one who will
never compromise — and the paper rapid-
ly obtained a large circulation. Its at-
tacks on the government snd on all public
men proiinent in its counsels were daily
and of the most unrelenting and violent
kind These attacks were in the form of
a short signed leader printed in large
type.

When the Boulangist movement began,
Rochefort, although he had not spared
General Boulanger when the latter was
minister of war, became one of his warm-
est supporters and made the Intransigeant
one of the chief organs of the party.
When the government decided to crush
the Boulangist, Minister Constans issued
an order for the arrest of the general,
Count Dillon and Rochefort. All three
received timely warning and escaped to
Belgium. ¥From Brussels Rochefort con-
tinued .his attacks, sending his dally
article to the Intransigeant, and when
the Belgian government, a fow weeks
later, requested him to leave the conntry,
he went to London. In his absence he
was, along with General Boulanger and
Count Dillon, tried by the senate, organ-
ized as a special tribunal, found gullty
of having attempted to overthrow the
government, and sentenced to imprison-
ment. It is from the effects of this sen-
tence that Rochefort is relieved by the
amnesty bill passed the other day by the
French chamber and senate.

Rochefort has been trying hard to re-
turn to France since the advent of
Casimir-1* 10y y

when the cardhouse was faliing about his
ears. Bur Rochefort claims that he could
not do otherwis:. He had counted on soe-
ing the neral triumphantly parading
through Kurope on his famous black
charger,a nd it made him furious to find
his scheme a failure and to have that
failure complicated with enforced
absence from Paris.

Besides he found General Boulanger
altogether too feeble in presence of advers-
ity. Toa man with the iron nerves of
Rochefort, who had looked dowe the,
muzzle of the pistol of Geueral de Gal-
lifet’s aid-de-camp when he was arrested
without flinching ; who had rot murmur-
ed during the months in prison; who had
refused chances to escape before the trial

came on, and who had been able to build
newspaper enterprise after
"

up a great
touching bottom, socially and financiaiy
—the plastie, yielding nature of Boulinger
was incomprehensible.

In his quality of gentleman allied to
the cause oi the people he pleased the
masses better than if he had sprung
dircetly from their ranks.

He was poor as poveriy, and when he
began to write his eaustic political ehron-
fques in the Figaro he had not a hundrel
francs to his name. In ecightoeen months
he had risen to the command of a salary
of $400 monthly for contributing threc
thu:m.\ per week, and he got a bonus
when he bad his contract. From that
time forward Rochefort has mmade journal-
jsm pay in the sense ihat painters and
actors who are successful make thelr pro-
fessions pay.

Rochefort's Lanterne lighted the em-
pire to its tomb, and illuminated the bold
writer's way to parlisinentary life. But
in the arena of debate he does not seem to
have been an imposing figure. When it
was dangerous merely to utter the word
republican in France it was natu
corps 1
should have given him prominence.
ple expected too much of him, and they
were disappointed. His true role was
then, as it is now, in aggressive journal-
{sm; in the article which draws biood
every time.

For years Rochefort has been rich.
When he started the Intansigeant, a
journal devoted to the proletariat, he was
living in a sumptuously turnished little
mansion, and spent more on his breakfast
than a workman’'s whole ecxpense for a
week. Luck comes to him when it is
needed. 1t was luck which prompted the
banker, Edmond Adam, to send th: 25,000
fravcs which opened the way to Roche-
fort’s escape from the penal colony of
Noumea. It was Juck which prevented his
recapture and ignominious return to Aus-
tralia. And now luck has brought him
amnesty again. He has been amnested so
often that he begins to look upon the
operation as a periodical necessity. Yet
this time he feels the triumph keenly.
And he feels that there is still room for
him in the militant politics of the thind
