244 cents per lb, in tubs, For print butter
they had been getting 25 cents per lb at the
s‘ations, the buyers paying express charges.
[Those who supported the cheese factories
during the summer time should be encouraged
to feed their cows during the winter time and
having the milk converted into butter. It
was claimed that the skim milk cbtained was
equivalent to the extra cost of feeding cattle
during the winter. He believed. if the
farmers adopted that course, that within tea
yeais they would realize five million dollars
from the sale of winter made butter.
Of late there had been shipments of cheese

made from the province of Quebee f r the
purpose of showing that it was just as good ih
many cases as the cheess from the proviac3 of
Ontario. Four years ago cheese from Ontario,
on the average, realized 1} cents per pound
more than cheese from Quebec ; but last year
Ontario cheese did not fetch more than 4 cent
per pound above the average Quebec cheese
[he cheese was just as good and the grade as
high in Quebec as in Ontario ; but there was & prejuci-e aginst the former.
