LESS THAN ONE-EIGHTH

Last year the United Kingdom
exported only $484,678,970 worth
of goods to Canada or less than
one-eighth of the value of United
States shipments across the bor-
der. At the same time the United
Kingdom imported $812,668,049
worth of Canadian goods.

The most formidable obstacle
facing the trade mission is that
¢his disparity in trade is
the main, due to any reluctance
on the part of Canadians to "buy
British.”

The chief reason is what The
Observer describes as the appar
ent_unwillingness of all but a mi-
nority of British manufacturers
“to divert business away
domestic and European buyers
and to take the long-term capita!
fisk of setting up an efficient
after-sales service across the A*
lantic."”
