Mr. Christensen's mountains, as they |
are pictured in the blue print, are built of |
steel and are hollow. They are covered on (
the inside with steel plates, shaped and |
painted to imitate eave formations, and
the lower part of the walls is clad with |
thin layers of real rock. There are clus- |
ters and lines of incandescent lamps ar- 1
ranged on the ceilings and walls to repre-

sent precious stones, and electric foun- |

I'he outsidas of the mountains are cov

ered with steel plates, forming pockets, of
many different shapes and sizes,cemented
and filled with soil, in which are growing
pine and fir trees, mountain shrubbery
and wild flowers. The exterior of these
pockets, as well as the mountaln sides
are clad with layers of hollow rocks of dif-
furent shapes.

The general scheme of construction is
very similar to that employed in sky scrap-
er buildings, with the difference that Mre
Christensen has planned one mountain
1,000 feet high, and surmounted it with
a tower 500 feet higher. Above the caves
are the modern cliff dwellings, built like
the Chicago high buildings and divided
into suitable flats and furnished with all
modern improvements. The upper stories
form hotels and sanitarlums, aud each
story will have, beside ¢levator connection
with level groand, an exit to a burrow
trail, which winds up and down the moun
taln,
