Alcoholism Cannot Be
Inherited, Doctor Claims

EDMONTON, (CP)— Alcoholism
is a disease but i cannot be
transmitted by human reproduc-
tive cells, says Dr. Leon Green
berg of Yale University.

Dr. Greenberg, a professor of
physiology, told the Alberta alco-
holism conference that the child
may be somewhat effected during
the prenatal period if the mother is
suffering alcoholism, but only be-
cause the mother’s general health
is affected by her illness.

The disease can in no way be
passed to the child either at con
eeption or during the prenatal pe-
iod.
Dr. Greenberg said there is no
relationship between alcoholism
and fertility despite the fact that
alcoholics on the average  ha«
larger families than tempera:

nilies.

MORE RESTRAINT

The explanation, he added. lies
in the fact that temperate par-
ents generally exercise more re
Straint and discretion than alco

holics.

Although alcoholism canno’ be
inherited mental defects and traits
which may be inherited might
cause the child to be more prone
to acquiring alcoholism. Also the
environment of the home and the
upbringing of the child might cnd
to foster this tendency toward ex
cessive use of alcohol
