Nearly $100,000 worth of gold and
over $£200,000 worth of silver are left
out of doors, unguarded, every night
the year round in Greater New York.

No one ever thinks of stealing it, and
indeed, until some inventive thief
comes along the owners need have no
fear, because the wealth is securely
glued down and generally from ten to
100 feet above the sidewalk.

It is on the signs of the city. Gold
and silver leaf, far purer than the
metal which Uncle Sam uses for his
coins. amounting in value to over
$#200,000 a year, is used on the signs of
this city. One brewery alone spends
$50,000 annually for gold and silver
leaf.
