the Ruard is slso to be appoinied by the Government.
i his system of appointing examiners bas been adopted
in Noava Seotia, where the cXaminations are not con-
cucted vioa voce. but by writen exercises However,
it 18 ot eontemplated to impose the ad‘lmoml burden
of condueting writien examina lons on those ;ppum!cd
to the office on this leland. The duty of examining
e ndidates for the office of tcacher, is 8 very arduous
one. sud cne for which every person is not qualified
wha may be a very «fficient wember of the Boaid ; al-
though | sar at that Board for many years, yet l(ucwr
jelt myself qualified to conduct su examivation, in the
various hranches in which candidates are to be cxumio-
as (fliciently as it shou!d te done. This Bill also

1 think this is a just, and pecessary awendment to the
Fidueation Aet,for often parties come from the neighbor-
ine Provivces holding certificates from sehools there

widd yet the Board of Kduestiou will not reccive them
a-t -;h!n‘l’s. unless they go to the Norma! Sehool, and 1t
i< the sume with those who bave reseived an exccllent
. Jucation at either the Prince of Wales or St. Dunstan’s
College—they are obliged to waste their time at the
Norwal School studying the branches they bave alieady
learned. I knew one young man who was well qualifi-
ed to receive a eertificate of the highest class, but be.
cau~e he would uvot be allowed to teach without attend-
ing the Normal School, be left the lsland, aud thus the
scrvices of a valuable teacher were lost to the country.
The Female School in counection with the Norwsl
school is to be left undistarbed.  There have been some
sitending the Normal School for the purpose of getting

iustruction in higher branches than are taught in the
cowmon sehools, and this Bill provides that such persous
shall pay two pounds a year wnto the treasury of this
{s'aud,and when their oumber shail wwount to thirty,the
Govervment will employ a Grammar School teacher.

With respect to the o'her departwents, it is not coutem-
pated to wake any alteration iu the Edueation Act,

it is generally believed that vo chaoge ean, at (e pre-

sout rime, be made with advantage to the inhabuants of

the Island.

said that temperance houses can be established, but
these do not always suit people who only wish to stop a/
few minutes to get & leed of oats for their horse and o
gluse of liquor for themselves. In England a certaio]|
sumber of houses are cstablished by law, aund any one|
who has travelled there, kuows the cemfort of those
hou-es. 1t would be well to consider whether there|
should not be a house of entertainment sbour every ten|
miles.

that would be a credit to the country. |

Mr. Kickuax.—I agree with the remarks of the|
on. Leader of the Government; a man travelling in
this cold climate requires a h use of entertainment|
wheie he can procure refreshment for himself and his
horse, and he caunot get as good asccommodation at a
private house as he can at a hotel. But L am perfectly
satisfied that majority of the re-ilent hous:holders in a
sehool distsiet shonld decide whether a license should be |
granted or not.  kvery one who gers a liceass is not |
fit to conduct a tavern properly; bat it is unjust to
debar every wan from  keeping a licensed hotel to ac
accommodate truveliers.

Mr. Betu —[ am very sorry, Mr. Chairman, to be
under the disagreeable necessity ot differing from the
hou. Leader of the Government on this important ques.
tion. | bave no objections to have regular houses
where travel'ers can be properly eutertained ; but I do
object to having goggeries imposed on a district
where the youth of the country are demoralzed and
degraded in the worst pos-ible manuer. There is no
necessity for me to deseribe the evils ol intemperane?,
every hon. wember well is acquuintel with the evils
which arise 'rom the sale 0 intox eating liquor. 1f i
s not an evil, why license it 2 W.._y restrigt it in any
way 2 Why uot let it be vended as freely as anvthing
else? The very fact that storcs and taverns are licensed
shows that theie is a nicess’ty for putting sowe
restrictions upon it, to protcet the community from the
evils which result from its use aud sale. [ believe it is
just as necessary for & Government to make laws to
protect persous from the insults of the incbriate, as to
proiect his property from the thicf.  An applicant for
license may go r und to the householders in a school
distriet, earry his bottle with him 10 induce them to
sign his certificate, and perhaps forge balf the names ;
he can theu set up a tavern—a trap for the youth of the
place, where they are exposed to every species of tempia-
tion. Let any man look at the inebriate’s home, and
view the misery entailed upon his wi'e and children by
|intemperavce  Froma little grozgery not threemiles from
here, two men rushed out im a state of inwox'cation and
were lost, and [ would ask 12 there no responsibility in
this matter ? The wan who deals out Jiquor, says be
has no responsibility, but it be thinks so0, he wust have
a different method of reasoning from what [ have. The
petitioners ask that the sule of liquor be separated from
that of all other merchandze. Now, Mr. Chairwan,
we will suppose that you are the father of a family, aud
that yon bave to deul in one of those country stores
where there is goods you want, and goods you do not
want. You send one of your daughters to the store for
some articles you want, aund instead of being quietly
waited upon, she is, perhaps, insulted by some louuging,
drunken fellows, {this is uot merely imaginary, [ have
koown such to be the case) and would you not iike her
to be protecred 7 With respect to having Governmeut
offices in taverns, we all know what occurred last year
in a post office kept ina tavern, and it should be a wain-
ing to the Goverument ; they shou!d not need any ad-
vice ou this poiut. If we are 1o have a permissive Bill,
let us have a constitutional ove, aud not allow an ap
plicant for a license to use his owa meaus to induce

persons to sign his certificate.

plan, then you give a respectability, which is unquestion
able, to a business the respectability of which is guestion
able ; 1t on the other hand, you throw the business upau'
to every person, then by law you open up facilities for
evil, which would bardly exist in bands of mors respeot-
uble. parties.  The experiment was tried in England, o1
indiscriminately throwing open the trafh to the public,
but it was found that by putting the evil into the handas
of every person who choose to engage i the business, that
1 o few years, it would sweep away the morality ot the
nation ; and the Government had to contine the matter to
a certuin class.  Lhe travelling public must have accom-
modation, and If temperance houses cannot receive that
support which will enabls them to keep open their houses
for the acrommodation of the public 1 think it would be
batter to ailow she sale of spirituous hiquors in taverns,
to be placed in the hands of respoctabie people, than to
leave it to be taken up by every person. DBut I feel
satisfied that respectable houses can be kept up without
these liquors, und temperance people, as such, are 1o duty
bound to aid in supporting them, and thus put away the
evil. Some time ago [ had to travel a distance of twen v
wiles, in company with afriend, and as a storm was ¢ 03
at hand, in the latter part of the duy, we agreed to c.l
at a tavern to which we were upproaching, and have
some refreshment, but when we cams up to1t, we saw so
mwany horses in the shed and around the premis s, and
heard so much nowss from within the tavern, we conclud-
ed that 1t was better to push on to the nearest bush. The
arguments used in favor of pint licensas, which have been
advanced on the score of sickness, &e |, I shall not enter
into ; but in coneid- ring this question, I think we cannot
elear ourselves from a serions responsibility in dealing with
it, as the morality of the country 18 connected with this
subject, which 1t is our duty carefully to investigate

If this s to be the law, we
will never have good public houses in the country, It
appears the hon mewber fur Marray Harbor did, for onee,
desire to go into a tavern, but when he got to the door,
he was afraid to enter; but had it been as cold that
evening, as it hus been somietimes this winter, perbaps he
would have been glad to have had an opportunity to have
[s should be remewbered that it 18 not
the people in the immediate viciity of a tavern, who re-
quire one in their settlewment, but those who travel. [ do
not koow that it 18 desirable to have too many of such
houses ; but 1f you encourage a man to do right, and keep
a4 good house, people in the nwmediate nerghborhood of
such a tavern, would be better off' by having one among
them. Buat the trouble 18, that too often, instead of hav-
ing u place where comfortable accommodation can be had,
