Was not this precisely how the
authorities in Church and state felt
about John Bunyan?

His message was
of supreme worth of every individ-

* ual as a child of the lving God.
His claim, which He pressed to an
Issue, was that every ruler and
every institution, emperor or priest,
court or temple, should serve the

, hizhest interests of men and subor-
dinate its own aims to that end.

Herod felt that this awakening of
the people to their rights and pos-

i ;ﬁa‘lllues lessened his hold on them.

+ The chiet priests belleved that His
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demand for unselfishness in all re-
liglous* servicés condemneq their
gains and imperilled their position
and authority. Together these dif<
ferent leaders agreed that in order
to hold things as they were, Jesus

of His time could not fit the Son of
God into its -manner of life, When
they looked at the divine in the
form of man they decided that in
their eyes He had no form nor
comeliness and no beauty that they

Repdrt Tells How
PEI Man Navigated
Air Machine In 1890

How a Prince Edward Islander
navigated a 38-pound flying mach-
ine as far back as 1880 is related
in the following article reprinted
from a Halifax exchange of Aug.
13 of that year. The Islande-'s
name was Mr. Patrick Peters and
the report tells of his arrival in
Portland, Maine, with his mach-
ine.

Mr. Peters said he had made up
his mind in 1885 that he was going
to make a machine that would
navigate the- air. He objected to
balloons, he said, “because they
were too far beyond the control of
those who risked their lives in
them,” but believed a machine
could be constructed capable of
being .as much under the manage-
ment of the flyer as a horse rake.”

He said he “took the wings and
motion of a bird for » model,
believing that if he could fly like
a bird it would be quite enough.

Only after repeated failures did
he bring his idea to a point where
he could say with any degree of
confidence, “I can fly".

“At lu{." the report continues,
“he constructed a bird of the
following dimensions: From the
head to the tail, 18 feet, and from
the body to the end of each wing,
3 feet. The seat was in the body
and the motive power used in the
propelling of the machine was
obtaihed by a combinution of
wheels.” :

Described Flight

The acccunt desxibes Peters'
first flight,

“His first real trial of his mach-
ine was made when he passed
over a forest, making about two
miles in about four minutes.”

“From his description of the
way things looked below' it would
seem possible that he went at
least 2,000 feet up in the air, and
perhaps more than twice that dis-
tance. He says he* went up and
down at will, managing his 38-
pound machine without the least
degree of trouble.”

Peters’ purpose in going to Port-
land was “to make a little money
by glving a public exhibition of
his machine” “He says he is will-
ing to give any desired test and
can go.any distance desiied. He
can kéep a few feet above - the
ground or can go up into midair."

Peters' assured Portland people
that “it is a perfectly easy thing
to fly with one of his machines.”

In 1890 there was still quite ane
amount of suspicion towards any-
one who claimed he could fly, so
the story . concluded: “Portland
péople who know Peters say he is
honest and he acts that way.”

DUBLIN, Aug. 24 — (Reuters) —
Controversy is raging in the Repub-
lic of Ireland over the country's
stand in the Korean war — but it
Is confined in  public largely to
newspaper corr d columna.

States soldier in Korea is a loneiy
man fighting in a land of sullen
strangers.

Wherever he goes, the blank eyes
of the peasants follow - him He
knows no- word of their language
‘Not even a friendly shout greet:
the conyoys as they roll up to the
front.

There 18 no cheery wave of the
hand for him, as there was for the
men moving up to  Bastogne or
Cassino—only the silent, reproach-
ful stares of the bare-foot peasants
on the road.

And the American soldier never
knows when a machine-gun may
crack out from a group of imoc-
ent-seeming - refugees  shiffling
along behind his lines. For him
every Korean s a potential enemy
The peasant does not seem to
care when the invaders are on his
door-step. Ofters, he must be forc-
ibly evacuated from the land which
is about to become a battletield.
And no one has yet succeeded in
telling the American soldier why he
is here, fllth caking his sweat-
soaked body, plagued by flies and
mosquitoes in a land = where h+
cannot take a drink of water or
eat an apple without danger of dis-
ease.

Talk of “democracy” and “ag-
gression” means little to a hungry
insect-ridden man lying in a pool
of water at the bottom-of a shell
crater.
