Mink raiser Lynwood M. Atkin-
son's $100,000 damage suit against
the Federal Government was set-
tled out of court. Amount of the
settlement was not disclosed. Fed-
eral court Judge Frank A. Pickard
announced the agreement just be-
fore the scheduled start of the sec-
ond day's hearing of Mr. Atkin-
son’s charge that a low flying
airforce plane was responsible
for the loss of his mink-raising bu-
siness.

At Philadelphia June 28 the old
aying “the fur will fly”’, became
a reality when mink confetti re-
placed the traditional ticker tape
in greeting an estimated 1,000 pe-
ople of the fur trade attending the
International Fur Forum. Govern-
ment officials were greeted early
Wednesday afternoon by a motor-
cade which included about 30 con-
vertibles decked with models who
in turn were swathed in furs.
The motorcade was estimated to
contain one million dollars worth
of furs. Heading is was a 1925
Model T Ford carrying a pretty
girl wearing an old fashioned rac-
coon coat. Drivers in the motor-
cade wore coonskin caps. W. ;«I.
McFarlane impersonated Benja-
min Franklyn in dress and was the
official greeter. The convention
concluded July 3nd.

There has been a gread deal of
discussion in United States fur
publications on nursing sickness
in mink. Many believe it is caused
by salt depletion and that the ad-
dition of extra salt wiH not only
cure the sickness but will insure
an ample milk supply for all fe-
males as soon as they whelp and
throughoutl lacation period. How-
ever, Dr. W. L. Roberts states
that extra salt definitely will not
perform these miracles. There
are a number of factors involved
in nursing sickness and in com-
plete and partial lactation fail-
ures. There is ample salt in the
meat and fish usded in the mink
ration to permit lactation if other
conditions are right for lactat-
ion.

1t is well established that a salt
content of one-half to one per cent
(dehydrated basis) is ideal for
swine, dogs, foxes and similar
animals. For example the Nat-
ional Research Council’s Nutrient
Allowances for swine are as fol-
lows: Growing and fattening pigs
— 5 per cent salt. Young boars,
pregnant gilts and sows — 5 per
cent salt. Lactating sows and
breeding boars 5 per cent sold.
Since the food in this case is dry,
the 5 per cent salt is essentailly
on the dehydrated basis. The an-
imal body is capable of adjusting

Animals such as mink
tolerate up to about 3 per cnt
salt (dehydrated basis.) When the
salt content of the food is low the
animal body conserves salt to
maintain the body processes.
When the salt content of the food
is high the excess salt is secret-
ed, principally in the urine. A salt
content of about 3 per cent (dehy
drated basis) slows growth, and
may produce various toxic symp-
toms. It would seem that high
salt contents should be avoided
particularly during the gestation
period when there is already an
extra stain om the kidneys. It
appears therefore that a salt con-
tent of about 1 per cent (dehy-

Infectious enteritis of mink has
shown up in several anches in
Ontario. It is caused by the same
virus as that of infectious feline
enteritis or one very similar, ac-
cording to research done at On
tario Veterinary College. The
school is now investigating the
use of the feline serum and vac-
cine te control mink diseases.
Silver fox has been quite quiet
in the world markets the past
month and there has been no re-
cent offerings of importance ex-
cept those placed on the market
in Montreal and London where the
bulk of the collectioins were un-
sold. Wild furs have avidenced a
moderate easing of price levels for
some articles featured but mus-
krat has been in strong demand
recently. Sustained continuing in-
terest is shown in ranch mink of
all varieties. From a marketing
point of view the selling season is
over for the current year and the
year 1955 will go down in hist-
ory as “theh fabulous mink era,”
which might conceivably never ag-
ain be equalled in the future.
Fur Foods Cooperative, Fort
Atkinson, Wis., has for the 13th
time voted to sponsor the inter-
national mink show. It will be
held in Milwaukee, Wis., next Jan-
u 6———8. Show headquarters
will be at the Schroeder Hotel.
From the flat treeless tundra
country of the Lower Yukon and
Kuskokwim comes a wild Alaskan
mink bigger than any they caught
in that strange and forbidding
land of the midnight sun. They
are among the largest caught any-
where. Not only do these mink
have size. they also have a very,
very dense fur which after dres-
sing proves to be one of the soft-
est mink available. To those un-
familiar with those mink upon
first seeing it alive, the impres-
sion is that it is a coarse an-
imal. Actually the Yukon and!
Kuskokwim mink do seem coarse!
but upon dressing them they come |
out to be a very beautiful skin, |
Because of its very heavy fur and
large size and light weight it is
a perfect mink for stole purposes)
as well as for exceptionally beaut-
iful coats. The color generally is
somewhat on the shade of a med-
ium to pale pastel after they are
dressed, although some of the
skins are rather dark. Strange as
it may seem the medium shades
are usually the highest priced.
These mink:have a tendency to-
wards a blue-grey underfur which
seems to be of a most desirable
type. The color is very clear, es-
pecially on those caught in the
mid-winter months. In the wild
they go off color rapidly because
they do not have the protection
of foliage. After becoming off-
color they are extremely red. Sev-
eral ranchers, mostly in the east-
ern part of the United States,
have been working with these wild
Alaskan mink for the past seven
or, eight years. They have had
great success not only in straight
breeding but in crossing them
with pastels principally. In most
cases such crossing improves the
size. On the average it definitely
lightens the color. A few ranchers
have bred these sild mink with
every color phase possible and in
most instances have improved the
market value of the product. For
its size these are perhaps the most
gentle of mink to handle. They
are extremely quiet in their ha-|
bits. |
