A program of track and fleld
sports between Saint Dunstan’s
University and Prince of Wales
College teams has been proposed
by our genial and competent Phy-
sical Fitness director, Brig.

It is a timely suggestion. Athle-
tic and physical fitness develop-
ment has been at a low ebb for
the past few years. A revival is
needed. A start by the big Institu-
tions will set the pace and be an
object lesson to all educational
institutions in the Province.

It is Incumbent on teachers to
look after the physical, as well as
the mental development of their
pupils. Mens sana in corpore sano
(Sound Mind in a Sound Body),
has stood the test of time since
the Roman era and no doubt
from much farther back in the an-
nals of time.

1t is hard to beat track and field
competitions to promote friendly
rivalry between individuals, col-
leges, schools and even natlons.

In track and field games there
is no chance for violence, and
within-the-law so called defence
crippling tactics. Competitors are
always friends for% life. The old
time frontier gunmen always con-
trived to be on the “defence,”—but
they were Kkillers nevertheless.

One would think more of our
public men, viz, busingssmen, edu-
cators and clergymen, would take
a greater patriotic interest in pro-
moting athletics — which is al-
most synonomous with physical
fitness.
