A $200,000 renovation program
was under way when the fire was
discovered at 9 a.m. in the
nave of the church. Cause of the
outbreak was not immediately
known.

Anne in a cemetery adjoin-
ing the church property was un-
damaged, although a wooden
structure around it was scorched.

Japan Will Try
Yank Soldier

WASHINGTON (AP) The
United States Supreme Court
Thursday authorized U.S. author-
ities to turn over soldier William
8. Girard to Japan for trial.

Chief Justice Earl Warren read
the high tribunal’'s unsigned per
curiam. (for the court) opinion.

At the end of the opinion, the
court said:

“There is every reason to be-
lieve that trial of U.S. zarmy, spe-
clalist - third class William 8.
Girard in the Japanese courts
will be conducted with the utmost
fairness."

The decision was a major vie-
tory for the Eisenhower adminis-
tration, which has contended that
refusal to turn Girard over to the
Japanese would be a grave threat
to America's security The ad-
ministration argument was that
if the agreements under which
Americans overseas may be tried
by foreign courts for off-duty acts
were cancelled, U.S. forces would
have to come home.

Increase Is
Confirmed By
New Gov't

OTTAWA (CP) — The federal
government Thursday announced
salary increases, retroactive to
May 1, for about 130,000 civil ser-
vants. Back pay cheques will be
issued by mid-August.

The pay boosts, which will cost
the federal treasury an estimated
$110,000,000 a year, range between
3% and 12 per cent.

They wére originally approved
June 13 by the forme rLiberal gov-
ernment and confirmed Thursday
by Prime Minister John Diefen-
baker’s Progressive Conservative
administration.

Mr. Diefenbaker anncunced
after a cabinet meeting that the
government approved the in-
creases recommended by the rivil
service commission.

He said specific increases for
each class of government em-
ployee will be announced by the
commission starting today. The
first list would cover more tham
100,000 civil servants.

Mr. Diefenbaker said the salar-
les of 117,000 members of the
armed forces and )i the 5,800-man
RCMP now are under reivew, Re«
commendations fo: salary ad
ments of these two groups
be submitted soon to the treasury
board for consideration.

SIMILAR BOOSTS
