The leading principle of all processes is the
protection of the interior of the egg from

juently, it has long been settled that only
he freshest eggs ase eligible for preserva-
ion;: To the solution of the problem (says
I'he: Grocer) of how to prevent the air from
reneirating the shell of the egg, the experi-
nents of snch eminent savants as Masschen-
roek, Reanwur and Nollet have valuably
rontributed. - They all sgree that the most
practicable method is to envelop the new-
laid egg in @ light ccating of some imper-
ueable substance, such as wax, tallow, oil,
or a mixtureof wax and olive oil, or of
live oil and tallow. Reapmur sug-
sests an alcoholic solution of resin, or
a thick solution of , gelatine. Nol
lst  experimented  successfully with
Iediarubber, collodion, and various kinds
cf_boot varmish.
