SUPREMACY OF ENGLAND ON
THE OCEAN,

We commend to those who have becn
troubled with doubis as to England’s ability
to hold her own against Russisngand Ameri
can combivation, to read ihe following ex-
tract from an editoral of the London Times
as to ths efficiency of the British navy..—
¢ Juveriing the order of recent discussions
let us-speak first of our Navy, We il
enjoy the adventage of an insula: position,
and, what is more, we .enjoy it to an ex-
tent rarely experienced since the days of
the ficst Napoleon. At no period withia
recent times has the British Navy been for
certain purposes 8o powerfal as at present.
[t is s>arcely 10 be imagined that sny ex-
isting fleet or combination of fleets could
cope with us in our waters, for instance, of
the Mediterranean. We could even des-
pateh across the Atluotic a squardron far
stronger than any which counld be sent
across the Atiautic against us. o fact as
regards general actions at sea, after the
old fashion, sur Navy would find no mateh,
No ships yet sflrat could stand agaiast our
ironelads in line of battle, for they were
built, and successfuliy built, to beat the
French ships, and the Jirench ships were
then the strongest in the world, But this,
it will be easily seen, represents only one
funotion.of & great Navy,  The iruth is,
for 1wenty years togetaer we simply ran &
race with France. Our fleet was measused
against the French fleet yesrafter year, not
oaly in popuiar imagination, but io Min-
‘sterial statements, and we thought we had
done all that was vecessary when our ‘force
was raised 10 the standard thue indicated.
We resolved atall cost to keep the command
of the Channel and the asceudaney in the
Mediterranean, and at these two points
