| capital of enumerators being beaten
or even kidnapped on their rounds,
of villagers fleeing to the bush as

enumerators approached, of town
dwellers rushing to their native vil-
lages to be counted there, and of
enumerators taking bribes to swell
the totals.

The last cens taken under
British auspices in 1952, encounter-
ed similar difficuities. Everyone
agrees that its final tabulation of
81,000,000 was small. Officials now
admit that in one Northern prov-
ince, for example, at least 70,000
people went uncounted. Some weeks
ago, a government official an-
nounced the discovery of a cluster
of fishing villages in the Eastern
Region of some 20,000 population
which had been almost skipped over
in the last census.

While an accurate census is vital
to any nation, it is doubly vital to
Nigeria as it embarks on a $1,892,-
800,000 six-year development plan.
It cannot afford to waste money on
planning mistakes. An accurate cen-
sus also could affect the country’s
political balance. At the moment,
the Northern Region, the most con-
servative area, dominates the Fed-
eral Government. The 1952 census
gave it a larger population than the
two other regions combined. Should
the new census disclose significant
shifts in regional strength, the gov-
ernment might pass into the eontrol
of the more educated and nation-
alistic Western and Eastern regions.
Unemployed, too, creates political
and economie discontent; but the
government cannot cope with this
until it knows the number of unem-
ployed.

Unwanted Bedfellows

It's all right to say that politics
makes strange bedfellows; but what
if strangers try to creep into beds
that don’t belong to them, and
claim kinship with the rightful oc-
cupants? What if they just won't be
kicked out, but come crawling back
under the blankets and insisting
that this is where they belong?
That’s what NDP candidates are up
against in some parts of Ontario,
whe! they getting ‘“the kiss of
death” from Communist partisans.

Now Mr. Leslie Morris, national
leader of the Communist Party
in Canada, complains that the New
Democratic Party is acting “un-
democratically” in seeking a court
injunction to stop these goings on!
This, says an exchange, is one of
the funnier incidents of the present
campaign; but there is  nothing
humorous about it to NDP candi-
dates who are trying to keep these
pests at a distance.

The Communists, of course, are
playing their usual wily game. In
some constituencies they are run-
ning their own candidates. Mr. Mor-
ris himself Is contesting Toronto-
Trinity. Mr. Douglas Fisher of
Port Arthur is one of the NDP
standard bearers fortunate enough
to have a Communist against him
instead of for him. But a number
of his party ecolleagues are less
lucky.

While the NDP is the chief re-
cipient of unwelcome Communist
favors in this campaign, it has not
always been thus. It is recalled that
during much of World War II, when
Russia and the West were allies, the
Communist Party line was pro-Lib-
eral in this country. And, in the
United States, the late Senator
Joseph McCarthy of Wisconsin, later
to become a scourge of the Reds
and suspected Reds, was helped to
office in his first election by Com-
munist votes.
