* The truth is, that the mysterious circum-
stances which preceded the death of the son
of Louis the Sixteenth, the strange reminis
scences they reeall of the coutradictory
natyre of tho testimony adduced, the doubts
which existed at the time, the pablic and’
official falsehoods they elicited, the obsearity
which surrounded the facts of the hurial,
and, finally, the singular indifforence with
which the memory of a young priuce, a King
at his death according Lo monarchical priu-
ciples, by parents and suceessors—sll gon-
tribute to give the cvent op which they hear
a rank among the problems of history.’

This problem M. Louis Blane does not
pretend to have ‘solved. Indeed his re-
searches have made it morc a problem than
ever ; though he obwiously inclines to the
belief that the King’s son was uot the chilg
that died in the Temple : —
