(From the Loadon Athenwum, April 9th)

The departure of the fsabel screw steam-
er for Bering’s Stra rnishes another
Kroof of Lady Franklin’s devotion to her

usband and his companions, and of her
zeal in carrying out measures for their res-
cue. It is due to the Admrality to st
that they have rendered some assistance in
the equipment of the Isabel, and that this
vessel will bo towed by a Government steam-
er as far as the Isle of Wight. The heavy
expences, however, of provisioning and Aln-
ing the vessel, with a part of the crew—fif-
teen in number—is defrayed by Lady I-‘nnk-
lin. The Isabel is provisioned w.m every re-

quisite for her long voyage. Kennedy
hopen to reach Vancouver’s Illlnd with his
stock of fuel. There he will take in a fresh
supply—that Island having..valuable coal
mines on the north-eastern-side, about fifty
