with Russian passports. By this
policy the slaves have a right to claim the
protection of the Ruisian Ambassadors ana
Consuls in Turkey, and thus all such Cir-
cassians who may be raised to high offices
of state in Turkey will be led to regard
Russia as there natural protector.
