Suffering

From Pneumonia; No
Cause For Alarm Seen

VATICAN QITY, Jan. 26 —(AP)
-- The Pope was reported today to
ve suffering from bronchlal pneu-
monia.

Vatican sounces, disclosing that
the 76-year-old Pontiff of the
Roman Catholic Church is more
seriously i1l than at first indicated,
taid, however, he continues to
thow improvement and that there
s no cause for concern.

The Pope, visibly weary during
the public consistory in St. Peter’s
Basilica on Jan. 15, when he placed
the red hat on the head of new
cardinals of the church, took to
a8 bed Thursday.

The Vatican Press Office at
first said he suffered from a slight
attack of influenza accompanied
by moderate fever. Yesterday, the
Vatican's L'Observatore = Romano
referred to the Pope's ailment for
the first time, saying it was ac-
companied by “irritation of the
respiratory tract.”

Today Vatican sources said his
ailment was bronchial pneumonia.
The Pope has sufifered bronchial
irritations frequently in  the past.
This was one of the reasons why in
recent years he extended his stay
at the Castel Gandolfo Pontifical
summer residence on the shore of
Lake Albano.

Vatican sources also disclosed
that the Pope’s physician, Prof.
Riccardo Galeazzi-Lisi, has been
staying at the Vatican since Fri-
day to be more readily available if
needed.

Despite his ailment, the Pontiff
continued today to attend to af-
fairs of the church. He received
his pro-secretaries of state, Mon-
Hgnors Giovanni Bathista Montini
wnd Domenico Tardinmi, He also
recited the Rosary today for the
return to Ttaly of war prisoners
reported still held in Russia. Pray-
ers are being offered throughout
Italy today for this intention. The
Pope recited the Rosary in his Vat-
lcan apartment, surrounded by the
few members of his intimate
household.

HALIFAX, Jan. 25 — (CP) —
Balmy breezes whiffed across the
Maritimes today, setitng  record
temperatures and adding strength
to the weather forecaster's predic-
tion that the month might be the
warmest January on record.

Halifax, Yarmouth, N. S,
Moncton, N, B, established re-
cord maximums for the month
with readings of 52 degrees.

The old highs were 51 at Hali-
fax in 1887 and 1951, 48 at Yar-
mouth in 1928 and 49 at Moncton
in 1938

For Halifax, it was the second
record-breaking temperature this
month. The first was Jan, 11
when the mercury rose to 53 de-
grees,

The Weather Office here said
the warmest January on record
to date was in 1951 with an aver-
age 32 degrees and the coldest
was in 1920 with an average 14.4
degrees.

So far this month there have
been four days with maximum
temperatures of 50 or more and
seven with readings in the 40s.

uebec Income Tax Case

Reaping Benefits Of Reforestation

Education Tax
Not Deductible
From Income Tax

OTTAWA, Jan. 25 — (CP) —
The Exchequer Court has ruled
that Quebec “education tax” pay-
ments can not be deducted from
federal income tax assessments.
In a far-reaching judgment made
public Saturday, it reversed a
ruling of the Income Tax Appeal
Board granting a Federal Rev-
enue Department appeal against
nine Quebec power companies.
The companies had protested the
disallowance as a federal income
tax deduction of a total of some
$1,400,000 paid in one year by the
companies to the Quebec Govern-
ment as “education tax” levies.
But while the ,Exchequer Court
dealt only with the protest of the
power companies, its ruling will
have wider implications in Que-
bec. The education tax is levied
not only against provincial power
companies but also against pro-
vincial telephone, timber and oil
companies.

All of these big corporations will
be affected by the court ruling,
which in effect agrees with the
Federal Government that such ed-
ucation tax payments made to the

province cannot be deducted for
federal income tax purposes.

ern Canada Power Co., Ltd.,Cana-
dian Light and Power Co., the Ot-
tawa Valley Power Co., MacLaren-

er Co., Ltd.

LIVERPOOL, England, Jan, 38—

Her
superstructure and funnels crash-
ed into a dockside shed which was
pierced by the ship's yardarm.
The liner was laying almost on
her side up against the dockside.

Minutes later she slid gently off
the dock and settled quietly on
her side in the dirty water of her
berth. Blinding clouds of smoke
and steam billowed up above the
hulk. Officials called it a “total
Joss.”

The Empress was due to sail on
a return voyage to Saint John, N,
B. with passengers Feb. 11. Capt.
J. P. Dobson, master of the liner
and its crew of Britons, was at

MONTREAL, Jan. 25--A  ship
familiar to thousands of Can-
adians went up in flames as the
Empress of Canada was swept by
fire at Liverpool tonight. The
disaster recalled the loss of the
Empress of Russia In  similar
circumstances in 1945.

Loss of the Empress of Canada
was a direct, personal blow tn
hundreds who had planned to
sail in the 20,285-ton veteran of
the Atlantic to the coronation in

June. With most liners and nlr'
lines booked to capacity, it was
feared that many persons might
be unable to book other (trans-
portation.
