Schriner says.

Schriner made these ob-
servations after several
months of experimentation
with contacts for chickens:

1. They prevent establish-
ment of a pecking order and
new birds can be added to a
flock without starting a fight

2. They reduce emotional
stresses and egg breakage.

They stop chickens from
picking over their feed and
wasting it.

Schriner sees a rose-colored
future for the contact lenses

Turkeys, he notes are can-
nibalistic and panic _easily.
When pigs are crowded to-
gether they fight and bite
each other’s tails. And cattle
frequently fight in feed pens,
particularly when newcomers
are introduced.
