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STORY OF DISMISSAL OF

Stage Thrilling Comeback
In Second Half To Over-

come Hi-Y

Staging a brilliant, thrilling come-
back in the second half after being
badly outplayed and outscored in
the opening sessicn, the Navy hoop
squad last night won tie opening
game of the City basketball finals
for the Kelly and McInnis Trophy
when they de’eated Hi-Y Grads
29-21 at the Holy Name Gym.
