TOUCHING THE PRACTICE TO BE OBSERVED IN
COURTS OF VICE-ADMIRALTY
ABROAD
PROCEEDINGS INSTITUTED ON BEHALF OF
HER MAJESTY’'S SHIPS.
ESTABLISHED BY HER M;\JESTY’S ORDER IN COUNCIL,
Bearing date the 9th day of September, 18635.

THHEREAS there was this dayread at the Board a
Memorial from the Right Honorable the Lords Com-
missioners of the Admiralty, dated tho 25th of August
1865. in the words following, viz :
Whereas by the Act 26th Vietoria, Cap. 24, intituled
the ¢* Vice-Admiralty Courts Act, 1803,”" it was, amongst
other things, enacted, that Your Majesty might, by Order
in Council from time to time, establish Rules touching the
practice to he observed in the Vlce-Adunmlty Courts, and
might repeal and alter the existing and all future Rules,
and establish new Rules in addition thereto, or in lieu
thereof. And whereas by the Act 27 & 28 \1ct0rla Cap.
24, intituled ** the Naval Agency and Distiibution Act,
186+.”"it was, amongst other things, enacted that your Maj-
esty in Council mwht from dweto time make such Orders
ng shovli seem meet for the better execution of ttas Act:
And whereas by an Order in Council of the 22ad day of Oct-
ober 1859, certuin Rules Orders and Regulations were estab-
lished touching the practice to be observed in Courts of Vice-

Admiralty abroad in proce edings ingtituted on behalf of

your Majesty’s Ships, and it is expedlent that the said Rules,
Orders and Regulations should be repe.lled, and that new
Regulations should be cetablished in lieu thereof : Now
therefore, we, your Majesty’s Commissioners for executing
the Office of Lord lligh Admiral of the United Kingdom of
Great Britain and Ireland, do humbly submit that your
Mujesty will be graciously pleased to repeal the said Rules,
Orders and Regulations established by your Majesty's Order
in Council, of the 22nd day of October, 1859, and in lieu
thereof to establish the following Regulations :—

I. Whenever any proceeding has been instituted in any
Vice-Admiralty Court within Her Majesty’s Dominions, by
or on bebalf of any of Her Majesty’s Shivs, for or in respect
of any of the matters enumerated in the 12th section of
the Naval Agency and Distribution Act, 1864, the Proctor
who shall have conducted such proceedmg, on behalF of
Her Majesty’s Ship shall, on the termination of the suit,
sabmit bhis Bill of Costs for taxation, and the Court shall
thereupon tax the same as between Proctor and Client,

I1. 1f in any such proceeding any proceeds have been
realized and are remaining in Court, the Court may order
the amount at which the Blll of bosm has been taxed fo be
paid thereout, and the balance of the proceeds, if any,

shall thereapon be paid to the senior Commissariat Officer
in the Colony, to the end thut the same may forthwith be
remitted to this country.

ITT. If there are not any proceeds, or if the proceeds are
insufficient to pay the costs, the Commanding Officer shall,
either by himself or through the Agent of the Ship, make
provision for the payment of any sum that may be due iIn
respect of auny such proceeding as may have been instituted
in the Court.

IV. The Registrar of the Vice-Admiralty Court shall, as
gsoon as he has taxed the Bill of Ccsts, and whether the
amount thereof has er has notbeen paid out of the proceeds,
forward the same to the Registrar of the Iligh Court of
Admiralty of England. together with a Certificate, signed
by himself, stating the amount of the proceeds, if any,
the payments thereour.and the balance which has been paid
to the Commissariat Officer.

V. The Agent for the ship shall, when the proceeds and
bounties have heen paid to the Naval Prize Accouat, leave
with the Registrar of the lligh Court of Admiralty of Eng-
land his aceount for taxation, and may include therein any
charges that may have been paid by the Commanding Offi-
cer or by himself, and the Iwglstmr may direct the amount
at which he shall have taxzed the said account to be paid
out of the proceeds and bounties standing in the Naval
Prize Account to the credit of the Prize.

VI. The Registrar of each Vice-Admiralty Court shall,
within a moaoth after the termination of each quarter, send
to the Registrar of the High Court of Admiralty of England
a Return, signed by himself, in the form marked No. 1
hereto, of all Prizes in respect of which any proceedings
have been taken in such Vice-Admiralty Court during that
quurter,

VIi. These Regulationsshall, if approved by Her Majesty
in Council, come into operation on the 1st day of January,
1866.
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
