It must be granted South’s
blind shot at the slam wasn’t
very scientific, but all the same
it was a sound gambling bid that
figured to win the chips most of
the time.

The best tactics, sometimes,
are to go all out without knowing
exactly where you're going to
land. South thought this was one
of those hands where he could
afford to throw science over-
board and contract for the slam
single-handed.
