What do you think about coupon
and premium inducements to buy?

C. A. C. disapproves of this use
of our weakness for getting some-
thing for nothing” (we think), as
& means of promoting sales. We
must remember. however, that it
is we, the Consumers, who have
made this, practise profitable and
it is hardly fair to expect the in-
dustries concerned to protect us
against ourselves at the expense of
their own pockets. All C.A.C. can
do is to point out to its mem-
bers and the industries involved
the growing danger to the quality
of our products that could oc-

cur if we become more and
more “trained” into buying
for the premium instead of
for the quality of a  product,
which bigger and  better pre-
miums will make it necessary
to maintain. Sales practices that

exploit the weaknesses of con-
sumers instead of serving their
needs are not good and we should
take a stand against such meth-
ods of sales promotion.—But how
are we going to do it? When
premium slips come in our mail
or are thrown in our front door
or are we going to throw them
away when they mean a cash
saving to us? If we could feel that

by doing just that we could end
this unfair practice we might
start a campaign of destruction

but our efforts would only be a
drop in the bucket, so to speak in
the nation wide method of sales-
manship.

SANDPAPER TREATMENT TO
REMOVE TATTOO MAREKS

It is not hard to understand why
teen-age girls and boys develop an
inferiority complex with face and
body covergd with pimples (acne)
or the scars resulting from acne.
Coming at a time in their lives
when their appearance means S50
much to their happiness, successful
treatment of acne brings great re-
lief to patients and parents. I have
written before of the heat treat-
ment for scars left from acne and
later of the sandpaper treatment
which acts in almost a similar man-
ner, removing the superficial or
upper layer of the skin together
with the scars.

That the sandpaper treatment
will remove disfiguring tattoo marks
is reported by Dr.. W. A. Rosenberg
in Archives of Dermatology and

Syphilology, a publication of the
American  Medical  Assoclation,
Chicago.

“A truck driver requested treat-
ment for a bluish tattoolng of his
face which had been caused seven
months before by an explosion of
the gas tank of his truck. There
were streaks and bluish spots and
patches on the left side of his face,
especially the forehead and im-
mediately below his eye. His co-
workers frequently teased him for
having a black-and-blue eye. An
area about an inch in diameter on
the left cheek was anesthetized
with procaine hydrochloride and
the skin over the area was treat-
ed with abrasion . (rubbing - away)
with’ “sandpaper, No. until
bleeding was profuse. . Within 48
hours a crust formed which fell off
in about five days, leaving a smooth
pink surface. In about 10 to 14 days
the area healed. Similarly involved
areas were treated at weekly or
bi-weekly intervals, Two months
after the last treatment, examin-
ation showed excellent results and
no cicatrization (no scarring.)”

Some years ago I wrote about the
treatment of acne scars by a heat-
