sulting from deep ploughing and subsoiling, and
aa thes» benefits are not transient hut lasting,
it becomes the farmer who  is really desirous
of casting off the old 'plough of prejudice,
and obtaining the value of his labor,
%o attend to these matiors. Many intel-
ligent farmers place as much faith'in deep
ploughing and minute division of the soil, by
cou-mnuy stirring it, so that the air may be
readily admitted to the roots of the plant, as
