such more than impudent sauciness from yoft, can thrust
us from a level eonsideration ; you have, as it appears
to ue, practised upon the easy-yielding spirit of this
people and made them serve your uses both in purse
and person,’ ‘' The Kings who paid tribute are dead,’
said ‘Muley Abul Hassan to the envoy of Ferdinand,
who eame to demand the yearly tribute, ‘and our mints
at present coin mothing but blades of scimitars and
heads of lnnces.'

It appears from a recent despateh from Mexico via
Cuba that the Mazatlan imbiroglio is by no means ended.
The despateh in question says that the Mexican Gov-
ernment had forwarded its decision to Gen, Corena in
the matter of the British man-of-war Chanticleer at
Mazatlan. A memorandam of the same decision had
been sent to Captain Bridge, of Her Britanie .\Iajusty’a
navy. Its tone was anything but pacific; but it sets
fort{ that in case the Custom House officials have been
culpable in the premises they ehall be punished On
the contrary, if Captain Bridge has violated the laws
of the country he must submit to tho consequences. Tt
is the determination of the Mexiean government to
sustain the honor of the republic and its laws at any
sacrifice. Should the blockade be ‘continned and re-
‘;rinals made by the British men of-war, retaliation will

e resorted to and the property of British subjects made
to suffer the consequenco. The Mexican press sustain
their government in the whole matter., President
Juarez had eent orders to Gen. Corona to have the
Custom House officers at Mazatlan summoned before
the civil conrts for trial, and that a thorough investi-
gation he made into their conduct and the action of the
British ecommander. ‘The money taken from the pnrser
of the Chanticleer was to be kept on deposit until the
conclusion of the trial.  Private orders were at the
same time despatched to General Corona to repel by
force any naval attack by the British commander.
